They
shine in the bright sun. The wonderful frescoes in the
Cathedral will amaze you.

This monument is in Mykhailivska Square. It is a monument to
Princess Olga. On the left and right of the princess there are
figures of the apostle Andrew the Apostle and Saints Cyril and
Methodius, founders of the Cyrillic script.

Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra, one of the best-known monasteries, was
founded in 1051 by the Reverends®' Anthony and Theodosius.
