Ukrainian scientists V. Petryk and
E. Likhtenshtein give such definition of
the new religions in Ukraine,

“These are mystical or religious
organizations, culturally, mentally not
rooted in Ukraine, historically our people
didn’t inherit them from previous
generations and they did not fit Ukrainian
religious spirituality.”

Religious Dictionary (ed. A. Kolodnyi)
says:

“‘We name as non-traditional such
religious and philosophical doctrines that
historically are not inherited from
previous eras by the particular ethnic
group, that are not inherent to their
spirituality, that are not rooted religiously,
culturaly, residentialy, and mentally, but
gained considerable popularity because
of missionary preachers from their

historical homeland”.
Causes of the popularty of the new

religions in Ukraine:

- Lack of clear values and ideological
orientations in society that could be the
basis for self-determination n the new
social circumstances;

- General reduction of the legitimacy of
most public institutions (primarily power);
- The crisis of traditional social institutions
such as the family, school, etc;

- The weakness of the effect on the
population  of  historic  churches,
underdevelopment and by the traditional
religions of the methods and forms of the
cooperation with the “new” believers who
had had no religious practice before;

- High activity of foreign missions, means
of working with neophytes and financial
capabilities of which are much greater
than those traditional churches operate;

- Inter-confessional conflict and the

consequent politicization of religious
communities;
- Inconsistency of the sermons

“language” of traditional religions to the
today’s cultural context;

- Conflict of generations: the opposition of
conscience — profit, tact — arrogance,
culture — incivility;

- Peculiarities of national mentality, which
was open to various influences because
of the geographical location of Ukraine -
its state boundary between East and
West, South and North.

Specific features of the Ukrainian
religions of modern times:

- They appeared not in the conditions of
the weakening of traditional religion, not
as a result of the decline of the authority
of traditional churches, as happened in
the West. They arose in a period of
religious revival

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appeared in the 1992. The emergence of
the church among the supporters is
associated with the beginning of the
revelations of the Virgin in 1984 to the
monk John (Bereslavski), now with the
rank of archbishop being its head. Marian
church proclaimed itself the Church of the
Kingdom of God, which is the Mother of
God on behalf of the Holy Trinity should
built on Earth, preparing the second coming
of Jesus Christ. The interpretation by the
Marian Church of orthodox doctrine and rites
is peculiar. Thus, the Eucharist is
understood here as a mystery embodied
in the person of Christ through Mary. The
symbolism of the temple and priests wear
in a Marian church displays honoring the
Virgin Mary. They introduced many new
elements in worship and liturgical action.
The priests confess before the brothers
and sisters. Much attention is paid to
“plastic prayer” meditation: they require
three times a day Rosary reading -
prayer wreath with reflections on the
important events of the earthly life of our
Lord and God Mother.

Translated and published, “The
Book of Mormon” provides the biography of
two ancient peoples who left Israel and
moved to America. As the core in presenting
the faith-didactic principles of the church, the
“Book of Mormon™ along with the writings of
Smith’s “Doctrine and covenants”’, “Pearl”, the
English translation Bible of King James is
included in the Mormon canon.

Mormon doctrine is characterized by
syncretic. Recognized Trinity atoning sacrifice
of Christ, salvation, the Messiah. Mormons
consider themselves God's chosen people
and hope for a happy ending their lives. They
believe in the gift broadcasted and its
interpretation  of divine revelation, the
possibility of building Zion in the Americas.

It is headed by a
president who is considered a prophet. He

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the patriarch of the church. All power in the
church is in the hands of the Mormon
priesthood, which is divided into Aarons
(younger) and Melchizedek (elders). The
main center of Mormonism is Salt Lake
City, Utah (USA). Ukraine has 47
communities.

New Apostolic Church originated in
England in 1832 as a result of a religious
movement for the revival of the original
teachings of Christ. Nowadays, the
church center is located in Zurich
(Switzerland). It is chaired by the First
Apostle whose decisions on religious
matters are binding on members.
Religious priests — bishops, elders,
pastors and preachers — are leading
worship in addition to their professional
activities, without any payment. The
church performed three sacraments:
baptism by water, sealing by the Holy
Spirit and communion. New Apostolic
Church, according to its numbers, has 55
thousand believers. Congregations are
present in 190 countries, and the number
of faithful is approaching to 8 million. The
parishes of the New Apostolic Church of
the specific country or region form an
apostolic District, managed by the District
Apostle. In Ukraine, at the beginning of
1999, there were registered 53 New
Apostolic communities, the apostolic
districts were formed with centers in Kyiv,

New
Apostolic Church communities are almost
in all regions of Ukraine, but they are
most active in Kyiv (the only religious
building in Ukraine built in 1995 at
Bereznyaky) and Kharkiv. It publishes the
magazine “Our Family”.

Church of Christ is a new religious
movement for Ukraine, appearance of
which  was initiated by American
missionaries in 1989. It has about 3
million followers in 109 countries. Church
of Christ is not a single church
organization. Church proclaims the Bible
to be the only basis of their religion and
requires every believer to observe tenets
of faith contained in the Bible, find it
primitive Christian ideals and implement
them in their life. Church protests against
the shackles of bureaucratic organization,
so no senior and local management or a
management center appear. For each
community (congregation) it recognizes
the right of autonomy and independence.
The community is guided in the place of
its registration by a chosen elder, a local
deacon conducts worship there. Liturgy in
the church consists of five rites, which
corresponds to the text of Scripture:
singing, prayer, preaching, drawing gifts,
breaking bread and communion of the

The church has no mandatory
membership. Baptism is recognized only
in conscious age as a short immersion in
water.

Church of the New Jerusalem is formed
by the followers of Immanuel
Swedenborg (1688-1772), the famous
Swedish Theosophist-mystic, the broad
scientist, whose spiritual experience is
described in the book “Diary of visions”.
The basis of the doctrine of the church is
33 volumes of theological works of
Swedenborg, including the book “Secrets
of Heaven®, “The sky and its wonders
and of Hell”, “The doctrine of the New
Jerusalem”, which have long been
banned in Sweden and their author was
accused of heresy. Only after his death
Swedenborg appear circles his fans. The
first such group was founded in London
by Robert Hindman. The date of birth of
the church is considered 1788. Now the
communities  Church of the New
Jerusalem are operating in different
countries of Europe and America. Church
publishes the magazine “Way to
yourself’," has theological seminary in
Britain and the United States. There are
Communities of the Church in Lviv and
Donetsk.

A well-known
businessman from India in 1966 came to
America in order to revive morals of
American society and started to implement
it among hippies in New York. Currently in
the US there are 100 thousand Hare
Krishna. In Ukraine, the first community
appeared in 1980, but initially they
operated illegally. Only in 1990 there was
given permission for their activities. In 1995
there was officially registered Ukrainian

Transcendental Meditation (TM) is one of
the most common eastern neo-movements
in the modern world. Based on the
technique of deep relaxation and rest that
relieves stress and improves physical and
mental health. In the 1960s, brought faith
to the West by the Indian yoga and guru
Maharishi Mahesh Yogi. He is known as a
personal guru of the band “The Beatles”,
which  promoted the teaching and
practicing their experience of achieving a
higher level of consciousness on the way
to perfection. In 1970 TM movement
reached its peak in the US and some
European countries. TM technique widely
used in the military, schools, prisons,
hospitals, even in church communities as a
form of psychotherapy. TM  Group
appeared in the former Soviet Union after
in 1978 the US federal court acknowledged
TM to be a religious movement and
banned its teaching at schools. The so-
called universities of TM, which provide
training and dedication converts, are
operating in Ukraine. About 5 thousand
people have received individual mantra in
two Ukrainian universities (in Kyiv and
Kherson).

Followers of Sri Sathya Sai Baba (1926-

The activities of the centers aimed at
the spiritual sphere (participating in Bhajan
— in chants that glorify God and all
religions, meditation), education (free
schools, educational groups, etc.) and
service (helping the sick, the elderly, the
mentally retarded, to all those in need).
They created the Code of Conduct and the
ten principles of life of Sai Baba followers

1. General features of neo
Buddhism

Neo Buddhism is aterm for religios
flow “that include elements of Buddhist
doctrine and practice, but not related to
the religious forms that have a long
history in the traditionally Buddhist
countries’.

A number of researchers call Neo
Buddhism “Buddhism converts” and
distinguish it from traditional Buddhism
‘by birth”, distributed by the Eastern
diaspora.

2. Characteristics of some Neo

Zen Buddhism is one of the most
influential Buddhist schools in the Far
East (China, Korea, Japan, and
Vietnam). The founder is considered to
be Boddhidharma (VI cent.). Zen
recognizes the reality of the phenomenal
world, but treats it as illusory, nothing
(mu). Its original nature can be identified
only through meditation, which is “the
essence of Buddha” (busso), then there
is a wake up and understanding of the
true nature of things, the seeing of
essence and understanding of one’s
involvement in all existence. Men and

One of the prominent
representatives is Daisetsu Teitaro
Suzuki (1870-1966). In Ukraine, Zen
centers operate in Kyiv and Kharkiv.

Nichiren is one of the most popular
in the world of modern school of
Japanese Buddhism. The founder is
Bodhisattva Nichiren (1222-1282). At the
heart of teaching there is pacifism.
Nichiren represented in Ukraine by the
clerical orders of Nipponzan Mydhdji. The
main ideologist is Terasava Sensei.

Scientists  distinguish four basic
stages of development of Ukrainian
Sangha Order Nipponzan Myohoji. The
first phase is from the early 1990s to the
beginning of the Chechen war. It was a
time when the Sangha is formed by the
existing Buddhist communities. For
example, in Donetsk, Nipponzan Myohgji
was developed on the basis of previously
registered Buddhist community
“Mahasanhha”.

In the second stage the Order
joned  the  anti-war  movement.
Specifically, in December 1994, it
distributed leaflets calling for non-violent
conflict resolution, organized a march
maternal compassion (March 8 - April 10,
1995), Great Peace March across
Eurasia “In the new century without wars

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and violence” (June 6 - 12 December
1998). Peace march covered a large
territory: from Yasnaya Polyany and
passing through Ukraine, Chechnya,
Afghanistan, Pakistan, India, ended in
Lumbini, Nepal. In Ukraine. They
organized Peace Festival in Kharkiv
(August 6, 2000). It was dedicated to the
memory of the victims of the atomic
bombs in Hiroshima and Nagasaki. The
end of the second stage of development
of Ukrainian Sangha Nipponzan Mydhdji
marked by the rejection of Russian visa
to Terasawa Junsei.

The third phase lasted from 2001 to
the “Orange Revolution”. The beginning
of this stage was the decline of the
Ukrainian Sangha Nipponzan My0ohgji.
One of the most significant events of this
period was the Pakistani-Indian March-
Prayer of Peace, an initiative Junsei
Terasawa, and the organization is
actively involved monks from Ukraine.
This Peace March was devoted to
resolving the conflict between the two
countries, which threatened war. The
initiative was supported by both sides
and August 6, 2002 Marsh began in
Taxila in Pakistan and ended after 3
months in Sancho, India. The fourth
period begins in 2004. The beginning of
this phase are the events of October -
November 2004 in Ukraine, known in

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history as the "Orange Revolution." In
February — March 2004 Dzyunseya
Terasava were deported from the territory
of independent Ukraine in connection
with the demand of the Russian
government. Since the beginning of the
“Orange Revolution”, Ukrainian Sangha
Nipponzan Myohdji actively participate in
all actions and nonviolent popular
demonstrations on Independence Square
in Kyiv. The most significant event of this
period is to obtain official permission to
build a large stupa in Pankovka where
there is now a registered community of
Nipponzan Myohoji  Buddhist  Order.
However, believers only managed to lay
the foundation of the Peace Pagoda - the
sacred mound, combining all people
seeking peace and tranquility. In April,
Buddhist Peace March finished in
Pankivka after Japanese teacher, monks
and desciples had traveled across
Ukraine for two weeks. After security
forces took Pankivka, Buddhists had to
leave their homes. Subsequently the
Place of the Way turned into a residence
of the security forces. The military, which
supported the self-proclaimed Luhansk
people’s republic, occupied a small
house, where the members of the
community were living during the
construction. The new Place of Way
became a Mount Makovytsya in
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Hosum Micuem Lnsaxy crana
MakoBuus Ha BepXOBUHLLMHI.

* Memory ftraining in order to
enhance power and spiritual level,
depriving believers and relief from
suffering.

Synthetic religions are different in
teachings, philosophy, social attitudes
and organizational structure, but they
promote the creation neo-ecumenic and
environmental systems, ethical
improvement of society. Among them
stands the Theosophical teachings,
which is typical of rationalism and
attraction to the pseudo discourse
determination on the basis of personal
spiritual  development efforts, and
adoration of social utopian projects.

Once a year (from
May, 2 to 20) Baha'is observe fasting,
abstaining from eating and drinking from
sunrise to sunset. They exempt young
people under 15, seniors older than 70
years old, the sick, pregnant women,
nursing mothers, travelers, people who
perform heavy physical labor from the
lent.

Baha'i temples are called houses
of worship. They are created as spiritual
centers, which include various
supporting institutions of  scientific,
educational and administrative nature.
There is no Baha'i clergy. Supreme
body of the Baha'i International House
World Justice (located in Haifa, Israel).
lts composition shall be elected by
secret ballot of full members of the
National Spiritual Councils (which is in
every country where there are large
enough Baha'i community) for five
years.

is Helena Blavatsky, a native of Ukraine
(founded World Theosophical Society in
1875, whose president is Tim Boyd from
2014).

The idea of the Theosophist
teachings is a joint transition to the other
world, which can not be perceived by the
average person and is the next higher step
on the path of evolution of consciousness.
The transition will mean a transformation of
consciousness, its expansion to a level
where it becomes really possible to
understand and accept not only the
established paradigm, but also knowledge
of the universe, which are still considered
unscientific, esoteric, occult, etc. But today,
because of the dynamics of evolution,
covered spiritual quest are open to the
general public. Therefore, the purpose is
clarifying the nature of the soul, its system-
structural and space relationships: the
relationship between the soul and shells
that the soul can use.

Teaching of Blavatsky was a radical
concept that underlies the theoretical
concepts of the majority currents of the
“New Age”.

1. The concept of Scientology
movement

Scientology movements (from the
English ‘science’ and the Greek ‘logos’
— teaching) - a form of non-traditional
religiosity that seeks to combine science
and religion. The movement was
founded by American science fiction
writer L. Ron Hubbard in the 1950s. He
described Scientology as an applied
religious  philosophy.  Scientology
includes philosophy, techniques of
spiritual development and encompasses
morality, ethics, detoxification,
education, management and others.
There are presented two trends - the
Church of Scientology and the Free
Zone.

Scientology is considered one of the
most contraversial religious movements,
with  numerous lawsuits involving
Scientology often led to the imposition

Dianetics or Scientology, founded
by L. R. Hubbard (1912-1986), a retired
soldier, a famous science fiction writer.
Scientologists  basics concepts are
published in Hubbard’s book “Dianetics —
the modern science of mental health”
(1950). Dianetics is a theory of mind, the
mental health, technology of deprivation
from bad habits. Hubbard tried to present
his Dianetics as a science, but met
complete rejection of the scientists which
gave it a religious color. Hubbard later
developed a “Scientology”. In 1954, the
Church of scientology was registered in
California.

Hubbard doctrine is built on a
combination of modern Buddhism and
other world religions, fiction, science and
technology, and the practice of
psychoanalysis. Dianetics technology
offers engram detection, releasing from
its control during the lifetime and
liberation from reincarnation cycles.

Thought Alliance (INTA) was established
at the which also includes the Kyiv Center
of Science of Mind, which began to work
that year as well.

The Christian Science is a
religious movement known as the
“Church of Christ Scientist”. Followers of
the faith call themselves Christian
scholars or Scientists (which is why they
are often confused with “Scientologists” —
followers of Dianetics).

The movement originated in
nineteenth century in America initiated by
Mary Ann Morse Baker (1821-1910).
Using a system of mental healing of Dr.
Phineas Parkhurst Quimby, M. Baker
published several books (including
“‘Science and Health”, “Key to the
Scriptures”), which provides “the only true
interpretation” of the Bible. God’s
revelation received by the founder of a
new church perceived its supporters at
the Bible. The basis of the doctrine is the
principle of spiritual healing without
recourse to medical treatment. M. Baker
herself appears to her followers as a
successor of Christ. After the death of
Mary Baker Eddy organization headed
was by the Board of Directors. Since the
end of 2004, it is managed by Mary
Trammell.

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Each local “church” is run by
preachers who are elected for a term of
one to three years, and teachers. They
organize Sunday readings of the Bible
and passages from the books by Mrs.
Eddy. Christian Science licenses its
practitioners who regularly give spiritual
treatment sessions to the members of the
sect.

1. Overview of Neopaganism

Neopaganism  (Ukr.  Ridnovirstvo)
combines  non-traditional  religious
movements, united by the idea of revival
of Ukrainian pre-Christian beliefs. Some
of them are organized, have a certain
structure. Other are limited only to
justification of their teachings. Some
neoheathen  remained  faithful  to
pantheism, others profess monotheism
standing on the basis of a modernization
of the Ukrainian paganism.

Features:

The ldentity of neo-heathen is opposed to
Christian identity, rejecting the first series
of purely Christian values, such as:
resignation, sacrifice, refusal to answer
blow for blow, forgiveness and love of
enemy. Instead, by offering: militancy, the
ability to defend himself and respond
blow for blow;

Faith) was founded by Lev Sylenko
(1923-2008), a Ukrainian, emigrated to
America. According to the teaching of the
spiritual teacher, set out in the holy
Scriptures  “Maha Vira’, Byzantine
Christianity, once in Ukraine, forcibly
undermined the spiritual forces of the
Ukrainians and dealt a crushing blow to
their state (in contrast to Western Europe
and Moscow State that accepted
Christianity as own and used it to
strengthen their own).

The Assembly of the Native Faith
is one of the Ukrainian Neopaganism
trends that emerged in 1994 in Vinnytsya
region. Followers of the Assembly
considered its ideological predecessors
to be V. Shayan, M. Shkavrytkj, L.
Sylenko, S. Kokryatskyi, each of whom
made a significant contribution to creating
the foundations of the Native Faith, but
could not fully realize the immensity of
the historical tasks of its revival. Their
work complements each other together in
a holistic teaching, combined and
extended and called The Assembly of the
Native Faith. This mission is due to the
fact that Podillya the heart of Ukraine,
because here Bolohivski princes had
defended the native faith the longest —
until 1620. On the banks of the River Boh
(Buh) there was the main sanctuary of the
Scythians — Eksamniy (God's way). Zbruch
ldol of Swiatowid was discovered here, as
well as the ancient symbol of Dazhboh — the
Trident. The followers of this movement are
marked by the tolerance towards other neo-
heathen communities.

The should pay attention to the
fact that the use of the term “non-traditional’is a characteristic of the post-Soviet space
scientists. While in English-speaking countries it is considered more valid to use the term “the
new age religions”.
Revealing the second question, the student must describe the various approaches to the
classification of new age religions such as organizational, ideological, national, transnational
and more.
The third issue of seminars is dedicated to the ascertain of the the cause of a “new age
religions”. This issue should clearly outline the epistemological, economic, political, ideological
factors of non-traditional religious movements.
