Dnieper is a unique architectural complex of the

Kiev-Pechersky Historical and GCultural Preserve

(State Museum). This complex was created during
nine centuries. The constructions of the former Lavra
Monastery reflect the complicated and original history of
home architecture and incarnate the creative labour and
talent of folk masters of many generations.

Vladimir Lenin, founder of the Communist Party and
the Soviet State, attached great importance to historical
and cultural monuments which had been created in the
course of mankind’s history. He pointed out that the
Soviet people, builders of a new communist society, were
direct and rightful successors to the cultural heritage of
the past. By Decree of October 5, 1918, signed by Lenin,
all cultural monuments were proclaimed the national pro-
perty and brought under the protection of the State.

For the Communist Party of the Soviet Union, like for
all Soviet people, the Leninist ideas concerning the pro-
tection of monuments always were and continue to be
a firm basis which determines the respect for cultural
monuments and events, as well as for our history. Care-
ful attitude to monuments of the past, the respect for
them are characteristic of the Soviet people.

At present, on the territory of the Lavra Preserve are
museums and exhibitions displaying works of the Qld
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Rus and Ukrainian decorative and applied art. Among
them are fabrics, goods made of gold and silver, books
printed in the Ukraine before the 18th century, etc.

One of such exhibitions — “The Architectural Ensem-
ble of the Kiev-Pechersk Preserve” —is housed in
Building No. 4 which is an architectural monument of the
18th century. Formerly, it served as a convent for the
monastery monks. The exposition occupies eleven rooms
(cells). The articles and written documents which are
on display here show the history of the former Kiev-
Pechersk Monastery at different stages of its develop-
ment.

Sketches, models, artistic panels, drawings, prints, li-
thographs, pictures, goods made of silvery, ceramics and
construction materials presented in the halls familiarize
visitors with a strikingly beautiful architectural ensemble
which reflects high material and spiritual culture of our
people.

The hall number one offers to visitors’ attention copies
of the first legislative acts of the Soviet State aimed at
the protection of historical and cultural monuments. They
are placed on the illuminated stained-glass panels. On the
central panel is a Decree of September 29, 1926 — “On
Declaration of the Former Kiev-Pechersk Lavra a State
Historical and Cultural Preserve and Transformation of
It into the All-Ukrainian Museum™ — issued by the All-
Ukrainian Central Executive Committee and the Council
of People’s Commissars of the Ukrainian SSR.

Displayed in the second hall are materials which tell
how the monastery came into existence and how it de-
veloped in the course of the 11th — 13th centuries. The
foundation of the Kiev-Pechersk Monastery dates back
to year 1051 and coincides with the spread of Christia-
nity in Old Rus, which was accepted in 988—989 under
the rule of Prince Vladimir Svaytoslavich.

Before the introduction of Christianity, the pagan reli-
gion reigned on the territory of Old Rus. However, at
the end of the 10th century the necessity of a centralized
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state power and unification of the Old Rus lands arose.
This necessity was expressed through the adoption of
Christianity — a single religion for the entire Old Rus.
With the purpose of consolidating the Christian religion
Old Rus princes promoted the appearance of monasteries
which were to carry out the missionary activity among
the population.

Thus, the Kiev-Pechersk Monastery was founded. Its
cells and the church were set up in the caves of the
high Dnieper hill, the place where the Far Caves are
located now. At a later time, Prince Izyaslav, son of
Yaroslav the Wise, presented this hill to the monastery.
A wooden church, cells and other constructions were
erected on its surface. Still later, another son of Yaroslav
the Wise, Svyatoslav, added for the monastery’s good
a big plot of land. This plot occupied a high plateau
located not far from the village of Berestovo where the
princes’ out-of-town residence was situated. Here, the
first stone temple — the Cathedral of the Assumption —
was built in 1073—1078.

The existing plan of the monastery retains, by and
large, the ensemble’s old outline which has been pre-
served owing to the peculiarity of the relief.

Shown for the first time is a reconstructed model of
the Kiev-Pechersk Monastery, 1235, which is placed on
a large semicircular artistic panel. The panel was execu-
ted by the artists. V. Masyk and A. Masyk. In the center
of the composition is the upper part of the monastery,
on its left are the Far and Near Caves. On the right, one
can see the village of Berestovo and the Church of Our
Saviour in Berestovo.

Apart from the Assumption Cathedral such structures
as the Church of St. John Precursor, the Trinity Gateway
Church, the Refectory and the fortress walls with towers
were built on the upper territory of the monastery by
the beginning of the 13th century. By its position, the
Upper Hill (Hora) is the highest one in the locality.
The cathedral’s dimensions win the structure a dominee-
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ring position among the monastery buildings making it
the monumental core of the entire architectural ensemble.
It was a typical sample of the Old Rus six-piered do-
med-cross cathedral. Six cruciform columns carried the
dome and divided the cathedral into three longitudinal
parts (naves) which in the east ended with faceted
apses and in the west — with a passageway and lofts
over it.

The architect who created the Assumption Cathedral
established the proportions between its length and width,
respectively 2 : 3. At the end of the 11th century a small
four-piered one-dome Church of St. John Plecursor was
added to the cathedral’s northern wall.

The walls of the Assumption Cathedral and the Church
of St. John Precursor were made of the plinfa large,
flat brick and boulder stones laid in ‘*‘opus mixtum”
technique which enabled to use boulder stones in great
quantity. The bricklaying was based on a mortar which
consisted of two shares of well slaked lime, two shares
of bank sand and a share of crushed brick.

The ancient architectural appearance of the cathedral
distinctly reflected its structural design: plane pilasters
on the facades corresponded to the inside cruciform piers,
the walls ended in semicircular archs repeating the con-
tour of the domes covered with lead sheets. A model of
the Assumption Cathedral, 12th century, gives an idea
of the architectural aspect of this structure. The recon-
struction was made by the architect N. Kholostenko.

The temple’s interior was solemn and magnificent. The
walls were adorned with fresco painting and mosaics.
The floor was inlaid with marble decorated with color
smalt pieces. A marble hedge separated the chancel. The
cathedral's interior was decorated by Byzantine artisans
and local masters. Annals relate that the Old Rus painter,
Alipiy, co-authored with the Greeks.

At the beginning of the 42th century the Trinity
Gateway Church was constructed westward the Cathedral
of the Assumption. The Golden Gates with the Church
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of the Annunciation over its entrance were a prototype
of the stone gates of the Kiev-Pechersk Monastery. In
the plan, the Trinity Gateway Church is almost square
(11.5 X 11 m), the size of the building, horizontally, is
divided into two tiers: the lower tier, in the central
part of which is the main entrance, and the upper tier
which, actually, is a four-piered domed-cross church. The
remarkable thing about this structure is that it does not
have the overhanging apses on the eastern facade, they
are hidden in the thickness of the wall. Each facade of
the church is divided, vertically, into three parts, of
which the middle one is somewhat bigger. The pilasters
are connected with three archs.

At the end of the 12th century, stone walls were added
to the southern and northern sections of the church forming
a single defense network protecting the entrance to the
monastery.

During the Mongol-Tatar invasion in 1240 the fortress
walls were destroyed. The Trinity Gateway Church, ho-
wever, remained untouched. It is precisely why the church
has retained its original shape throughout the subsequent
centuries, changes affecting only the decor.

The southern facade of the church which mostly pre-
serves the old architectural trait is obvious from the
picture in the right window opening. Next to it is a
model of the Trinity Gateway Church reconstructed by
the architect Yu. Aseyev.

In the 11th-12th centuries, there was a large, fortilied
village to the north of the Kiev-Pechersk Monastery. Its
name was Berestovo — after the nearby berestovy lis
(Ukr. lit., birch bark forest). Chronicles dating back
to the year 1072 inform that there was the Monastery
of Our Saviour there, of which only the Church of Our
Saviour in Berestovo has partially survived. This church
was built by talented Old Rus masters at the turn of
the 12th century. It is alarge six-pillar church with three
apses made of plinfa.Adjacent to the western side of the
church was a passageway. The church's facades carry
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pilasters and decorative two-step niches. Of interest are
the details of crosses, triangles and meander composed
of plinfa, laid on edge. The layout of the church answers
its purpose. It served as the home church of the Mono-
makh Dynasty. Over the passageway were the lofts where
the prince and his entourage composed themselves during
a divine service. The circling stairway in the southern
part of the passageway led to the lofts, on the left was
the family vault of the Monomakhs.

The glasscases under the stands contain unique sam-
ples of plinfa bearing drawings, inscriptions and stamps
of the artisan groups.

Of interest is a fragment of slate raised work from the
left cordon of the Assumption Cathedral.

Exhibits on display in the third hall tell about con-
struction material and bricklaying technique of the 11th-
13th centuries which were used when the Cathedral of
the Assumption as well as other constructions of the
Kiev-Pechersk Monastery were erected. During the archi-
tectural and archaeological research of the cathedral sam-
ples of plinfa and fragments of the floor were collected.
This enabled to compose the comparative plotting boards
showing the old bricklaying method and the efficient use
of construction materials.

A thorough investigation of the laying of the Assump-
tion Cathedral, a typical structure of the Old Rus period,
reveals the artisans’ desire to use minimally the expen-
sive brick and maximally — the local boulders. This trend
to economize the material can also be traced in the ligh-
tened laying which consisted of exterior and inside fa-
cings executed in the established method and of an in-
most part (core) between them, filled with different
material.

The foundations of buildings were made of quarrystone
molded in lime mortar. The binding mortar used in wall-
laying was a mixture of several components. Samples of
the plinfa and the solution are displayed in the show-
cases.
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Wall-laying was carried out in the ‘“opus mixtum”
technique. Every second row of bricks was slightly deepe-
ned in the wall, the space was filled with mortar and
carefully rubbed over. The alternation of the rows of
oragne bricks and pink mortar created the play of color-
ful strips. The enlarged pictures of details of the brick-
laying from the Cathedral of the Assumption and the
Church of Our Saviour in Berestovo give an idea of the
ancient bricklaying technique.

Of great interest is a plane-table (right stand) featu-
ring the plan of the Assumption Cathedral. Places where
the bricks of different form were used are marked.
Another plane-table classifies the bricks of the Church
of St. John Precursor. (Architect N. Kholostenko.)

In the showcases are real samples of slate (pyrophylli-
te schist) differing in form and colour. This material
was used in making the cornices and the floor, sarco-
phagi, parapets and apse cordons. .

Monumental painting and mosaic of the 410th-13th
centuries played a leading role in the spiritual and
image-bearing incarnation of the architects’ intentions.

On the left stand is a unique fragment of the 1ith
century fresco from the Assumption Cathedral.

The annals relate that an earthquake took place in
Kiev in 1230 (an excerpt from the chronicle is on the
stand). The Assumption Cathedral and the Refectory
were destroyed, the other buildings of the Kiev-Pechersk
Monastery were also strongly damaged. However, they
were restored in the near future.

The .Mongol-Tatar invasion of 1240 obstacled the fur-
ther development of the Lavra Monastery. The priceless
treasures perished in a destructive fire. Very little is
known about the reconstruction of the monastery after
it was ruined by Khan Batu. The first mention about
the monastery’s restoration relates to 1470. That same
year Hiev Prince, Simeon Olelkovich, rebuilt the Assump-
tion Cathedral. The sculptural triptych immured in its
interior proves this. On the stand are pictures of SS
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Anthony and Feodosiy, founders of the Kiev-Pechersk
Monastery, and of the Virgin Orans. Below the triptych
is the inscription telling about the restoration of the
Assumption Cathedral.

Exhibits in the showcases and on the stand of the
fourth hall show the further development of the Kiev-
Pechersk Monastery in the 16th century and at the
beginning of the 17th.

The Kievan lands, weakened by the Mongol-Tatar in-
vasion, were subjected to capturing on the part of the
Great Lithuanian Duchy and the Polish state.

It was impossible to construct stone buildings under
difficult socioeconomic conditions which existed in the
16th-17th centuries. Therefore, such construction materi-
al as wood, short-lived but available and cheap, was
used. The wooden structures built by the ancient artisans
concentrated their age-long experience and were an inex-
haustible source of inspiration for later generations.

At the beginning of the 18th century the history of
architecture was markedly influenced by the reciprocal
effects of wooden and stone structures destined for wor-
ship purposes. The erection of triple-naved domed-cross
churches was widespread at the time.

The general view of the Lavra Monastery, such as it
was in the 15th-17th centuries, is depicted on the drawing
by the Ukrainian writer A. Kalnofoisky, 1638 within the
borders which are close or equal to its limits. It was enclo-
sed in wooden walls made of vertically laid logs, their
upper part braced with dressed cornice. The Trinity Gate-
way Church preserved its barrel and cupola, the walls have
turned up brims. On both sides of the street leading to the
Cathedral of the Assumption were one-story wooden buil-
dings, in which the monks lived.

Behind the Trinity Gateway Church, leftward, was ma-
de an arched passageway leading to the Hospital Mona-
stery. It was founded in the 12th century and was a
part of the Kiev-Pechersky Monastery. The wooden
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St. Nicholas Church and hospital building were located
here.

Depicted next to the Cathedral of the Assumption is a
wooden, square in the plan, belltower. It was coated
with thin planks and had small windows to light the
tower staircase leading to the bell platform. Another
belltower, considerably less in size than the first one, was
located near the northeastern corner of the cathedral. It
was made of four vertically laid piers covered with a
roof.

A. Kalnofoisky depicted the cathedral from its eastern
side. It made it possible to broaden the idea of the ca-
thedral which was usually shown from its western facade.

Of all buildings located in the eastern part of the mo-
nastery’s grounds more notable is a printing house with
large windows and a high roof with two sloping sur-
faces. It was built in 1615.

Southward the Cathedral of the Assumption is shown the
two-story stone Refectory which was built in the place
of the 12th century Refectory. It has a roof with two
sloping surfaces and four pediments along its wall. Adjoi-
ning the Refectory is the SS Peter and Paul Church
having a drum with a marquee over it. Next to the
Refectory are rich wooden compartments of the archi-
mandrite.

The territory of the Near and Far Caves was enclosed
in a wooden fencing. The Near Caves are depicted wi-
thout a temple on the top of their entrance. In the place
of the Church of the Exaltation of the Cross were the
wooden gates with an arched passageway, over which
heightened a wooden marquee with a cross.

A typical Ukrainian wooden three-domed Church of
the Nativity of the Mother of God heightens on the ter-
ritory of the Far Caves.

The monastery’s architectural ensemble depicted on
the drawing by the Holland artist Abraham Von Western-
field, who visited Kiev in 1651, carris more structures
than A. Kalnofoisky's picture. The central place on the
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drawing is occupied by the Cathedral of the Assumption
represented from its southern and, partially, eastern sides.
Close to it one can see a towered building of the archiman-
drite’s abode, a wooden belltower, the stone Refectory, an
inn, a high-roofed printing house which was considerably
enlarged by additional buildings, etc. On the foreground
is the wooden Church of the Exaltation of the Cross built
in the first half of the 17th century.

The perspective drawing by Ushakov, 1695, shows
the changes which occurred in the monastery’s architectu-
ral ensemble later. The appearance of the Cathedral of
the Assumption was varied by the Divine John and St. Ste-
faniy passageways. Visible are its numerous pear-shaped
cupolas.

The facade of the Trinity Gateway Church is divided,
vertically, into three parts by pilasters with a turned up
brim. From the top of the brim goes a shaped cornice
over which are three small pediments with cupolas and
crosses. The church is crowned with a pear-shaped cupola.

Another structure was added to the monastery in 1670.
It was a high wooden belltower which can be seen on
Ushakov's drawing. The belltower was a typical sample
of the Ukrainian wooden architecture. It represented a
square three-tiered tower with a complicated cupola.

On display in the showcases are authentic samples of
the 17th century forged articles and the 15th-17th cen-
turies bricks which were found during the excavation
of ruins of the Cathedral of the Assumption.

Of interest is a copy of the tomb statue of Prince
Konstantin Ostrozhsky. The statue was executed by the
unknown sculpture and established at the Cathedral in
1579. The showcase contains authentic fragments of this
piece of art.

The exposition’s fifth hall tells about the further de-
velopment of the architectural ensemble, about new struc-
tures which appeared on the monastery’s territory after
the Ukraine's reunification with Russia in 1654. The
reunification was a logical result of the entire history
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of two fraternal nations — the Russian and Ukrainian
people. It was stipulated by the development of economic,
political and cultural ties which existed between the
Ukraine and Russia throughout centuries and answered
the interests and inspirations of the two peoples. The
flourishment of architecture in the late 17th and early
18th centuries was but a natural phenomenon in the
cultural development of the Ukrainian people after the
reunification of the Ukraine with Russia.

The Kiev-Pechersk Monastery’s constructions which
appeared at the end of the 17th century were bright
samples of a new direction in the Ukrainian architectu-
re — Ukrainian baroque. The peculiarity of this style
lies in the fact that general principles of barogue — love
for rich plastic solutions of size and light-and-shadow
effects — are organically combined with tower-shaped
space volumentric forms of the Ukrainian wooden tem-
ples, and the motifs of the baroque decor interweave with
the Ukrainian folk ornamental motifs and decorative
details of the Russian architecture.

During the 1690-1702 period extensive construction
was underway on the monastery’s territory. The hall’s
abutted wall carries a large colourful picture of the Church
of All Saints built in 1696—1698, as well as structures
performed in the Ukrainian baroque style. (Painting by
the artists V. Masyk and A. Masyk.) The Church of All
Saints is a masterpiece of home architecture. The first
tier bears the Economic Gates, the second one — a church
which is crowned with five pier-shaped gilt cupolas.
Being cross-shaped, it repeats the type of a Ukrainian
wooden church. Eight-faceted drums of the cupolas are
placed on close archs. This helps to open the interior's
space in height.

The architecture of this monument is strikingly exqui-
site and rich in plastic decor. Every facet of its size
is solved masterly, the compositional harmony of the
architectural image is reached in a subtle and skillful
manney. Visible in the details are motifs of the Russian
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architecture. The facets of the front walls are lined with
angular pilasters, and the column caps of these pilasters
are curved in opposite direction. The design of the win-
dow cover plates with small semi-columns and pediments
of variegated form can be singled out for its rich look.
The small open arcade leading up to the staircase of
the church matches with the church’s entire composition.
The end of the arched gallery is topped with a pediment
richly decorated with delicate stucco ornamentation of
floral nature.

The great Ukrainian poet and artist Taras Shevchenko,
while on a stay in the Kiev-Pechersk Lavra in 1846, was
enchanted by this beautiful church and made drawings
of it. A copy of one of the drawings by Taras Shevchenko
is displayed.

In 1699, the Chruch of the Nativity of the Mother of
God was bui]t on the territory of the Far Caves. It is a
three-naved church with three cupolas and four passa-
geways in the corners. Seven domes of this church are
grouped into a majestic pyramidal volume with the cen-
tral cupola on the top. The architect strove to make it
majestic and everything was subordinated to this purpose:
disposition of the temple on a high hill, arrangement of
a squat passageway around the church, decorative solu-
tion of portals and window framings.

In accordance with the architect J. Shedel’s design an
arcade resting on Toscana order columns was erected in
the 18th century by the northern facade of the church.
It seems that the arcade creates a delicate base on which
the church rests. The architect showed great tact and
taste in grouping the arcade into the ensemble of the
Chruch of the Nativity of the Mother of God which
seemed to be a continuation of the wonderful baroque
construction of the 17th century.

The fifth hall also presents materials telling about
an architectural monument built at the end of the 17th
century. It is the St. Nicholas Church situated on the
territory of the férmer Hospital Monastery in the Kiev-
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Pechersk Lavra. This was an uncommon monastery where
old and sick monks continued to live in special cells.
They have their own kitchen and home church. Though
the monastery was subordinated to the Lavra it was a
full and equal master of its buildings, kitchen, garden,
meadows and other arable lands. The most ancient plan-
ning of the Hospital Monastery, with its numerous build-
ings, is known from etchings depicting the 17th century
Lavra. Only one architectural monument of the Hospital
Monastery — the St. Nicholas’ Church — remained. It is
triple-naved and, by its arrangement, resembles the Re-
fectory. The monument consisted of the home church with
a faceted apse carrying a cupola on its top, a passageway
and a room for sick monks. The unknown talented archi-
tect solved the monument's facade wall with the help
of order decorations, however, he did not follow the esta-
blished architectural canon and depicted all elements of
the classical order in his own way, by intuition based
on his experience and skills.

The church strikes one's imagination with the harmony
of rich and variegated decor of the cupola drum adorned
with snow-white floral ornamentation and colorful cera-
mic rosettes. The glistening gold of its dome and cross,
the bright blue of a pear-shaped cupola spotted with gilt
stars, the delicate framing of semi-circular windows, the
richness of horizontal segments in the form of small strips
and fillets add to the original appearance of this monu-
ment. The space volumetric composition of the church is
obvious. It is stipulated by the strict triple-naved plan
and is logically shown in the architectural division of the
pilasters which rest on low plinth wall. The semi-circular
windows are framed in ornamented cut-angled cover pla-
tes, like in the wooden architecture. Delicately designed
details of the main entrance, rich decor of the cornice
released above every pilaster add to the temple’s holi-
day-like appearance.

On other stands of the hall displayed are materials
which show how a fortress frame was being constructed

around the monastery’s upper territory. The erection in
1697—1701 of mighty defensive walls was a final stage
in the formation of the architectural ensemble of the up-
per part of the Kiev-Pechersk Monastery. The stone walls
had three gates and six towers, of which four remained
till our days. Drawings and pictures of this defensive
construction are presented on the stand.

Materials exhibited in the sixth hall tell about the final
stage of the formation of the Kiev-Pechersky Monastery,
with the Ukrainian baroque style prevailing in its archi-
tecture. On April 22, 1718 the Lavra was caught in fire.
All wooden structures burnt and the stone ones were in
a poor condition. To reconstruct the damaged buildings
they invited noted architects F. Vasilyev and J. Shedel,
bricklayers S. Kovnir, H. Teslenko and I. Rubashevsky,
engineers D. Debosket, S. Chelakayev and N. Vladimirov.
Special attention was paid to the monastery’s main tem-
ple — the Cathedral of the Assumption. Seven years
(1722-1729) were needed for its restoration. Materials
telling about the reconstruction of the cathedral are pla-
ced on the left stand in the central glasscase. A model of
the Cathedral of the Assumption is the most interesting
exhibit. It helps to trace the changes which the temple
underwent in the course of the reconstruction.

The Cathedral looks like a spacious two-storied con-
struction with seven cupolas desinged in the Ukrainian
baroque style. Its walls, apses, front pediment$, cupola
drums, windows and portals are effectively decorated with
stucco ornamentations executed by folk artisans under
the supervision of I. Belinsky. The top cornice is beau-
tified with colourful ceramic rosettes and little heads of
angels. The reconstruction of the Cathedral of the Assum-
ption was carried out under the guidance of the Russian
master I. Kalandin. A new four-tiered gilt iconostasis
(work of the Chernihiv master H. Petrov) was establi-
shed in the cathedral. The wall paintings were executed
by students of the Lavra Painters’ School under the lea-
dership of the talented Ukrainian painter S. Lubensky.
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Next to the materials telling about the restoration of
the cathedral are those which relate to the construction
of the Great Beliry. The Belfry was erected during the
1731—1745 period by talented serf masters (architect
J. Shedel). According to its initial planning the Belfry
was to be a five-tiered structure with the height of
85.5 meters. J. Shedel creatively changed the project: he
made the Belfry four-tiered, 96.52 meters in height. The
Belfry is an octagon-shaped tower with a semi-spherical
cupola. The classical order system was used in solving
its architectural and artistic appearance. The Belfry is
well placed and in harmony with the constructions of
the central square.

Of great interest is the architectural and decorative
solution of the Belfry executed in ceramics which was
always very popular in the Ukraine. One should pay
attention to ceramic blocks of the Corinth capitals. Won-
derful are medallions of the attic in the form of an
acantus leaf. They do not resemble each other but are
common in their interpretation. The usage of the ceramic
blocks in the construction of the Belfry of the Kiev-Pe-
chersk Lavra is a unique technical achievement and testi-
fies to the high cultural level of the Ukrainian construc-
tion method used in the mid-18th century.

During the erection of the Great Belfry the architec
J. Shedel built, next to it, a one-story building of general-
governor. The house’s eastern facade is divided with
pilasters, between which are enclosed the windows
framed in complicated covet plates. On the top of the
pilasters rests a multi-profiled cornice with a high pedi-
ment.

Next to the General-Governor’s house is the Metropo-
litan Building built in 4727. First, it was a one-story
triple-naved construction. Its facades were divided with
pilasters and decorated with oval and round niches. In
1731, another floor topped out the house and in 1752—
1761 the second building, paralle] to the first one, was
erected. As a result of the subsequent rebuilding and
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repair works these two buildings merged and became
a single whole.

On the north, the Metropolitan Building adjoins the
Refectory with the church, which was built in 1893—1895
in the place of the old one designed by the architect
V. Nikolayev. The Refectory is a two-storied building
with a large hall on the ground floor. The church, squa-
rely shaped, has a spherical cupola and is 20 meters in
diameter. The interior paintings of the Refectory and the
church were executed at the early 20th century by the
painters I. Izhakevich, I. Popov and A. Lakov, according
to the achitect A. Shchusev’s design.

On the semicircular wall of the exhibition hall is a
photograph of a unique 18th century drawing depicting
the Kiev-Pechersk Monastery at the final stage of its
development.

In the flow of centuries the space volumetric solution
of the ensemble’s central square was changed many ti-
mes. Buildings located on the square were erected at
different periods. They were often subjected to a fire
and then underwent reconstruction. However, their sui-
tability for a given purpose, traditions and a feeling of
order, harmonious functioning, as well as due regard for
the locality’s relief — all this consolidated the ancient
planning structure.

The basic space volumetric components are: tall — the
Great Beliry; volumetric — the Cathedral of the Assum-
ption; transitional from tall to horizontal — the Refectory,
Kovnir Building and Economic Building; horizontal —
monks’ cells.

The showcases contain construction materials of the
18th century. These include details from the Great Bel-
fry, the marble capital and portal’s base from the Ca-
thedral of the Assumption, colourful ceramic rosettes and
so on. Displayed are the silver tsar’s gates of the St. Step-
hen Passageway from the Cathedral.

The seventh hall presents a diorama of the reconstruc-
ted ensemble of the Kiev-Pechersk Lavra and fortresses
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built in the late-18th century. (Artists V. Masyk and
A. Masyk.)

Diorama is a special kind of art. It includes a pictu-
resque scene, an object-plan and an observation platform.
The given platform imitates the belltower of the Vydu-
bechi Monastery. On the foreground are three ravelins
built in the mid-18th century, then goes a circle of
cogged earthen fortifications and a little higher is the
earthen rampart with bastions. On the diorama’s right,
one can see a complex of structures on the territory of
the Far Caves. Somewhat lower the hill of the Far Caves
located is the Rozhdestvensky Bastion, on the left are
the Semenovsky and Alexeyevsky Bastions. The white
Moscow Gates can be seen between them. Above are the
Kavaleriysky and Uspensky Bastions with the Vasilkov-
sky Gates between them. On the right from the Uspensky
Bastion is the Arsenal built in the late 18th century.
Above the Arsenal are the Petrovsky and Spassky Basti-
ons separated by the Kiev Gates.

The road from the Kiev Gates goes through the Kiev
Ravelin and leads to the St. Nicholas’ Church. Somewhat
upward located are settlements of the Pechersk.

The Church of Our Saviour in Berestovo is to the right
of the Kiev Gates. Opposite the Arsenal is a white circle
of the stone fortress walls which encloses the architectu-
ral ensemble of the Upper Lavra. The Near Caves are
situated in a hollow between the upper territory and the
Far Caves. On the left is a L-shaped palace of the com-
mandant of the Pechersk Fortress, next are one-story
barracks for garrison.

At the time there were pieces of ordance in the bastions
and ravelins, including 467 cannons, 27 mortars and
3 howitzers. The defensive constructions — bastions and
earthen ramparts — have been preserved. Of the three
gates only the Moscow Gates centinue to exist.

Exhibits in the eights hall show how the monastery’s
architeétural ensemble developed in the 19th century.

The left stand is dedicated to the creative work of the
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serf craftsman Stepan Kovnir (1695—1786) who parti-
cipated in the erection of the Lavra’s constructions.
S. Kovnir had been working in the Lavra and its domain
for over 60 years.

The stand presents a picture of the western facade of
the Kovnir Building which is one of the most interes-
ting constructions built in the Ukrainian baroque style.
It was named after its creator. The building consists of
two parts built at different periods, but gives an impres-
sion of a single whole. The southern part of the building
was constructed at the end of the 17th century and
housed the monastery’s bakery. In the 20s of the 18th
century Kovnir added to its northern facade a one-story
bookshop with two tambours. The walls of the building’s
western front were embellished with rich pediments which
had a complicated configuration of the outline and varie-
gated in form, pilasters and niches, filling the planes.

A belltower built in 1754—1761 on the territory of the
Far Caves was another important construction by S. Kov-
nir. On the stand is a picture of the belltower’s facade,
section and plan. The construction is two-tiered. The lo-
wer tear is decorated with rust, the upper one is adorned
with columns placed in the sheared corners, and rich
stucco. The picture in the right window opening acquaints
visitors with the structure’s architecture.

In 1757, S. Kovnir built a bindery house and in 1759—
1763 — a belltower on the grounds of the Near Caves.
(The stand carries materials telling about these monu-
ments.) The constructions demonstrate the achievements
of the Ukrainian architecture of the 1730s—1780s and
testify to the high skills of folk craftsmen.

The Kiev-Pechersk Lavra strove to increase its profits.
With this aim, in the second half of the 19th century,
the monastery built a complex of stone buildings, the
so-called Gostiny Dvor. This complex, located in the
southwest part of the Lavra, contained the accommoda-
tion premises for pilgrims. (On the stand is a picture of
the Gostiny Dvor, the Jate-19th century.) All buildings
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of the complex are two-storied. The planning of their
inside resembles that of the cells.

The stand also carries materials telling about the
Lavra's new structures built in the 19th century and at
the beginning of the 20th. The pictures depict, in parti-
cular, the Church of the Annunciation and the new
Refectory with the church.

Another stand contains a rare draft of the Far Cave’s
ensemble produced by the architect A. Malensky. The
complex of the Far Caves includes buildings erected at
different times. On the upper grounds is the Church of
the Nativity of the Mother of God and a belltower, the
Church of the Conception of St. Anne and the monks’
cells occupy the lower grounds.

This stand also displays a drawing of the ensemble
of the Near Caves. In the center of this composition is
the Church of the Exalation of the Cross built in 1700.
By its structure, the church is a combination of a wooden
triple-domed Ukrainian temple and a church with three
semi-cupolas. It has, apart from the apse for an altar in
its eastern side, another two apses of the same size in
the north and south of its center. The traditional three
cupolas are placed along the eastwest central architectu-
ral line in the following way: the dominant cupola tops
the church’s central nave, the second one is situated
above the eastern apse, and the third c¢upola rests on
the passageway. The church’s interior paintings were
executed in the 18th century and at the beginning of
the 19th. The decor, which one can see in the church
today,.is executed by the artist D. Davidov in 1894.

West of the church is the Refectory and, in line with
it, the monks’' cells, eastward is a two-storied gallery
built according to the design by the architect A. Melen-
sky. The composition of this picturesque corner is comple-
ted with a belltower which heightens above the gallery
leading to the Near Caves.

Presented in the ninth hall are materials which show
the restoration of a unique architectural ensemble of the
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Kiev-Pechersky Museum after it was destroyed by the
Nazis during the Great Patriotic War (1941—1945).

The damage caused by the fascist invaders was great.
They pillaged the preserve’s museums and exhibitions,
blew up a jem of world architecture — the Cathedral of
the Assumption, put out of action the engineering net-
works and underground communications. Right after the
liberation of Kiev the Soviet government allotted great
money to reconstruct the preserve. Over three decades
were needed for its restoration which cost more than
15 million roubles.

The stands in the ninth and tenth halls show, by way
of comparison, both black-and-white pictures (destroyed
architectural monuments) and colour pictures depicting
these monuments after the reconstruction. They also tell
about the restoration works which were carried out in
the preserve.

In the ninth hall are materials relating to the clearing
of the Cathedral’s ruins and their conservation, as well
as to the restoration of the Divine John’s Passageway.
Also, there are pictures of other architectural monuments
which had been restored. They include the St. Nicholas’
Church, the printing house, the monks’ cells (Buildings
Nos. 3 and 4), the Economic Building and the choristers’
cells (Building No. 20).

The tenth hall's exhibits tell about the further repair
and restoration works which were carried out on the pre-
serve’s grounds.

The left stand is dedicated to the restoration of the
Kushnik tower, the Trinity Gateway Church, the bellto-
wer on the Far Caves and the Great Belfry.

The next stand bears materials pertaining to the recon-
struction of the 12th-19th centuries architectural monu-
ment — the Church of Our Saviour in Berestovo, and the
architectural monument of the 17th century — the Church
of All Saints, as well as the restoration of the wall pain-
tings in the interiors of these monuments. In 1970, when
restoration works were underway in the Church of Qur
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Saviour, where the wall paintings needed a touch, they
discovered gragments of a unique 12th century fresco
covering a space of 40 square meters. One can see a frag-
ment of this fresco on the picture in the léft window
opening.

Materials on the neighboring stand tell about the resto-
ration of the Church of the Exaltation of the Cross and
the Church of the Nativity of the Mother of God.

The right stand is dedicated to the work of the best
restorers of wall paintings who rejuvenated the decor of
the preserve's architectural monuments. This stand also
contains excerpts from legislative acts of the Soviet State
which show the great coneern of the Party and the go-
vernment for the protection of cultural and historical
monuments.

In the cénter of the hall is a model of the preserve’s
ensemble created by a brigade team of masters under
the supervision of the architect V. Moiseyenkov. It shows
the perspective development of the preserve,

The rest showcases demonstrate archaeological findings,
in particular, the plinths of brick, the samples of smalt
and a picture depicting the excavations of workshop whe-
re the 11th century smalt was produced, and a brick
from the 17th century fortress wall.

The eleventh hall acquaints visitors with materials
telling about the research work, dedicated to the studies
of the architectural ensemble with the aim of its bétter
preservation, which is being carried out at the Kiev-Pe-
chersk Museum.

The stained glass panel presents a master plan of
the Kiev-Pechersk Preserve with its numerous museums,
administrative buildings, inns and park zone. There is
also a plan which maps out the bounderies of the Lav-
ra’s rescrve and restricted areas, as well as a zone with
the regulated building up. Displayed are also materials
relating to the excavations of the ruins of the Cathedral
of the Assumption which were carried out in 1969—1972.

The everlasting value of the architectural ensemble of
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the Hiev-Pechersk Preserve lies in he fact that it in-
carnated the traditions of home architecture which testi-
fy to the great talent of our ancestors who had left rich
cultural legacy.

Vladimir Lenin pointed out that use of the cultural
legacy of the past and preservation of the genuine pie-
ces of art were a precondition for the creation of a new
socialist culture.

The wonderful architectural monuments of the Kiev-
Pechersky Preserve provoke a feeling of great respect
for the talented Old Rus and Ukrainian craftsmen. These
monuments occupy a leading place in the treasure house
of our culture. Leonid Brezhnev said that socialist cultu-
re, absorbing in itself everything best and progressive
of that had been created or is being created by
mankind, enriches the inner world of the people, makes
their lives brighter and more interesting. 1t helps to
better understand the sense of our work and our struggle,
the grandeur of our goal.
