Before the beginning of the 20th century, a
multi-confessional necropolis  emerged
near Babyn Yar. Below them, there was
Kyrylivska Church standing there since the
medieval times. In the 19th century, a
mental hospital was established near it.
Since the middle of the 19th century, this
place was used for summer military
encampments.

On September 19, 1941, the Wehrmacht
marched into Kyiv. After September 20,
explosions in the Kyiv citadel and at
Khreshchatyk started. The city was burning.
For the occupation forces, this was a
convenient excuse for a showcase punitive
action, although the massacre of Kyiv Jews
was caused, first and foremost, by the Third
Reich's racist ideclogy.

The Kyiv «mousetrap» caused capture of
up to 600 thousand Soviet combatants. In
Kyiv, two camps were established for them:
in Darnytsia and at Kerosinna street. Jews,
Communists, and morale officers were
executed immediately. The rest of prisoners
suffered from starvation and infectious
diseases. In the Darnytsia camp only, over
68 thousand Soviet prisoners of war died.

On September 28, 1941, announcements
were posted all over Kyiv, ordering all Jews
to gather at 8 a.m. on the next day near the
cemeteries.

Behind the crossing of
Melnykova and Puhacheva Streets there
was a wire fence - from this point, there was
no return.

Near the entrance to the Bratske
cemetery, money, values and documents
were taken from Jews. In the passage to
Babyn Yar, German policemen were beating
people. Then, they were forced to remove
all clothes and to go down to the ravine,
where they were forced to lay face down,
and killed with shots to the back of their
heads.

On September 29, about 22 thousand Jews
were executed. The rest of them were killed
on the next day. Later, the Germans planted
explosives to the slopes of the ravine to
cover the bodies. According to the report of
Einsatzgruppe C, only in these two days,
33,771 people were killed, but the massacre
continued, In total, up to 70 thousand Jews
were massacred here.

In Babyn Yar and in other districts of Kyiv,
the Nazis massacred the entire Roma
camps, and some of the settled Roma. As
early as in September 1941, inhabitants of
three Roma camps from Kurenivka were
executed behind the Kyrylivska church. The
Nazis also continued executing Roma after
the massacre of Jews, in the end of 1941 -
beginning of 1942.

In September of 1941, the German intelli-
gence services were able to identify all lea-
ders of the Communist underground. Over
90 underground members were arrested.
In May of 1942 it was captured and execu-
ted about 140, and in the next manth - 300
more members of the underground. The
last wave of arrests and execution took
place in the end of October of 1943.

On October 14, 1941, Einsatzkommando 5
executed 308 Jewish patients of the Paviov
Mental Hospital. On January 7, 1942,
Germans killed a group of chronic patients
using a «gas van»; their bodies were buried
in Kyrylivska grove. The next «visits» to
Paviov hospital were on March 27 and
QOctober 17, 1942. In total, from 765 to 820
patients were massacred by the Nazi.

In December of 1941, mass repressions
against Ukrainian nationalists started.
Among the executed were poetess Olena
Teliha and her husband Mykhailo, city
mayor Volodymyr Bahaziy and his son,
editor of «Ukrainske slovo» Ivan Rohach. In
total, in Kyiv during 1941-1943, 621 OUN(M)
members were killed, and dozens of
OUN(B) activists.

In the occupied Kyiv, the football team
"Start" was created from the former players
of the Kyiv-based team "Dynamo”. In 1942,
this team won 10 games with Ukrainian,
German, and Hungarian teams. On August
18, 1942, under unclear circumstances,
some players of «Start» were arrested, One
of them died in Gestapo, three were later
executed in Syrets camp.

In August of 1943, the Nazis forced over
300 prisoners kept in the Syrets camp to
destroy the remains of the massacre victims
in Babyn Yar. Chained men were building
furnaces, piling firewood and bodies there,
and setting it all on fire. On the eve of
September 29, 1943, some prisoners
managed to break free, but only about two
dozen of them made it to safety.

In addition to two camps for prisoners of
war, In Kyiv, there was the Syrets
concentration camp located near Babyn
Yar. Here, they held men and women - Jews,
Communists, underground  resistance
members, partisans, prisoners of war, and
criminals, The prisoners were used for hard
physical labor. During the time of
occupation, about 5 thousand of them died.

In 1950, the project of wash-in of the Babyn
Yar ravine started - the liquid waste of local
brickworks was used for this. On March 13,
1961, the waste liquid broke the earth dam,
and the district of Kurenivka suffered from
the mudslide. The streetcar depot and
residential  buildings were destroyed,
According to current estimates, fifteen
hundred people died due to this.

On September 24, 1966, Jewish activists
placed a canvas with the inscription «Babyn
Yar. 1941 September 1966» on a fence
around the closed Jewish Cemetery. On
September 29, in Babyn Yar there was an
«unsanctioned» rally attended not only by
Jews, but also by some Ukrainian and
Russian intellectuals, in particular, Viktor
Nekrasov and lvan Dzluba.

On July 2, 1976, a bronze monument «To
Soviet citizens and prisoners of war, soldiers
and officers of Soviet Army, executed by the
German occupants in Babyn Yar» was
solemnly unveiled. It became a deep
disappointment for the Jewish community
and for the oppositional Ukrainian
intellectuals, as it falled to convey the spirit
of the Babyn Yar tragedy.

During the Soviet «stagnation» period, the
tragedy of Babyn Yar was commemorated
by Jewish activists from all over the Soviet
Union. The Soviet intelligence services tried
to impede them in any way: people were
detained as they traveled by trains, they
were fired, imprisoned, Yet, commemora-
tion of the Holocaust became for the Jews a
way to dedlare their national identity.

In 1989-1991, joint ceremonies were held in
Babyn Yar to commemorate the victims of
the Holocaust. On October 5, 1991, the
Menorah was opened - a memorial to the
massacred Jews. The official ceremony was
attended by the President of Ukraine,
hundreds of foreign guests, activists of
Jewish and Ukrainian movements, and
many common people.

An honorary title «Righteous Among the
Nations» for saving the Jews during the
Holocaust was awarded to 2.5 thousand
Ukrainians, including 150 residents of Kyiv.
These were elderly people, women, and
children. Often, Jews were hidden by large
families or many neighboring families, The
rescuers were people of different ethnic
backgrounds: Ukrainians, Russians, etc.
