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Department of International and European Law:
milestones of history

In recent years the origin and development of legal education and the science of law
in Ukraine have attracted the attention of Ukrainian and foreign scholars. The object of
research is more often becoming the activity of chairs of law — the base structural
subdivisions in institutions of higher education which are responsible for the instructional
and methods activities in one or several generic specialties or disciplines and also carry
on scientific research activity in a determined orientation. The study of the history of chairs
represents the possibility to generate an impression of the succession of scientific-
pedagogical schools and determine the factors for the further functioning thereof.

Among the leading and the oldest chairs in the Faculty of Law of the V. N. Karazin
Kharkiv National University is the Department of International and European Law,
which specializes in teaching and scientific research in the field of international law
and its history and the training of future research and teaching personnel. lIts pre-
history commences in 1805, when the Department of Natural, Political, and People’s
Law was created as part of the Division of Ethics and Politics at the newly-formed
Kharkiv University. In those days international law was called “people’s law” or the
“law of peoples” as a Russian version of the Latin jus gentium. From 1807 to 1835 I.
Lang taught “Natural Law, State Law, and the Law of Peoples” at the Department
from 1807 to 1813, and B. Reut offered the course “Natural Law: Private, Public, and
Peoples” from 1815 to 1820.

Under the 1835 University Statute a separate Department was formed in the
Faculty of Law for the Fundamental Principles of All-Nations Jurisprudence (Jus
Gentium) in the person of Tykhon Fedorovych Stepanov (1795-1847), who taught his
own subject to third-year students for two semesters. During the first two years of
offering this subject, Stepanov relied upon the treatises of two German professors,
Georg Friedrich Martens (1756-1821) and Johann Ludwig Kliiber (1762-1837).
Thereafter he prepared for publication his own text, which for a number of reasons
was never published (but for a chapter in the present journal), the full manuscript now
reposing in the Central Scientific Library of the Kharkiv National University.

With regard to the leadership of the Department, we consider it advisable to note
the comment of O. Tarasov, who investigated the history of the development of the
Kharkiv School of International Law. He observed that in the nineteenth and early
twentieth centuries the concept of a Department “was linked not so much with a
structural subdivision as with the existence of a lecture course relating to a concrete
instructional discipline and, respectively, with the post of lecturer”. On the basis of

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this observation, it would not be accurate to say that Stepanov was the head of the
Department. In fact, according to the 1835 University Statute (Article 12), international
law (under the name “Fundamental Principles of All-People’s Jurisprudence (Jus
Gentium)” was a solitary, autonomous instructional discipline. To teach it required a
specialist who would hold the post of professor. However, other personnel of the
Department of International Law could simply not exist at that time. As O. Tarasov
emphasized, “junior scientific assistants as aides of professors might temporarily
occupy their Department in the event of illness or absence of professors (Article 90,
1835 University Statute). Over time, the concept of a Department was carried over to
lecturers who read in parallel the same course”. But such an expansion of Department
became possible only after a significant increase in the number of students (as the
sources indicate, the first graduation of the Division of Ethics and Politics, which
occurred in 1818, consisted only of thirteen graduates) which affected the emergence
of additional lecturing posts.

After Stepanov retired, Professor Serhii Mykolaiovych Omatskyi (1806-1884) taught
at the Department from 1846 to 1849, and when he moved on to Moscow University —
Professor Havrylo Stepanovych Hordieienkov (Hordiienko) (1805-1849) in 1848, who also
lectured on criminal law. Following the sudden death of Hordieienkov and having regard
to urgent necessity, the teaching of all-people’s law was temporarily on the then Dean of
the Faculty of Law, a specialist on Roman law and historian of the civil law of the Polish-
Lithuanian State, Oleksandr Mykolaiovych Mitskevych (1801/1804—1871), brother of the
noted Polish poet, Adam Mickiewicz (1798-1855).

The next period in the history of the Department is linked with a graduate of the
Law Faculty of Kharkiv University, Dmytro Ivanovych Kachenovskyi (1827-1872),
well-known in the Russian Empire and abroad. In May 1849 he defended a master’s
thesis “On Dominion Over the Sea” (which for political reasons was not published)
and in December 1849 was appointed to the post of junior scientific assistant. Thus
commenced his professional scientific and lecturer life at Kharkiv University. Thanks
to his erudition and diligence, he soon acquired deserved authority and in 1850 was
elected secretary of the Faculty of Law. In 1855 he defended his doctoral thesis on
the law of prize, wherein he considered the history of prize law and the problems
topical in their day. As Okhotnikov emphasized, the theoretical propositions
elaborated in his dissertation influenced maritime practice: privateering was
prohibited by the 1856 Paris Declaration Respecting Maritime Law. In December 1856
Kachenovskyi was promoted to professor extraordinary, and in 1858, professor
ordinarius at the Department of All-People’s Law and Diplomacy.

According to point 15 of the 1863 University Statute, law faculties were to create
“thirteen chairs with thirteen professors and six docents”. One was to become the
Department of International Law. Kachenovskyi occupied this Department, being
widely known as a brilliant lecturer, fervent orator not afraid to express his views, even
political. As Bohdashyna observed, Kachenovskyi did not conceal his own position
and publicly criticized the policies of the Russian Government in favor of introducing
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real democratic reforms: expansion of the right of suffrage and local self-government,
introducing political freedom and a constitutional monarchy in the English style.

Despite a comparatively brief life, Kachenovskyi published more than one
hundred scientific works. A pre-eminent place among these is occupied by his Course
of International Law, the first volume of which, devoted to the theoretical aspects,
appeared in 1863, and volume two, treating the history of international law in Antiquity
and the Middle Ages, in 1866. Many ideas expressed in the Course remain topical:
“The laws of history, just as the laws of nature, triumph over the political plans of the
strong of the world. States hostile to mankind fall, and mankind is improved ... There
is no struggle more enormous in which freedom has had such extensive space as the
struggle of States; there is no victory more glorious for mankind than the triumph of
international law over the evil of the wills of tyrants and conquerors. We may hope
that law will always withstand arbitrariness ... Its highest purpose is to facilitate the
defense of order and freedom, the security of society, and the benefit of mankind”.

Kachenovskyi planned a continuation for 1868, but grave illness prevented the
completion of this project. At the end of 1872 Kachenovskyi died of consumption. He
bequeathed nine hundred rubles from his modest savings inherited from his mother and
placed this sum on deposit so that the interest thereon might be used for “a prize or stipend
or assistance to students who demonstrated special knowledge in the field of international
law, and also to print works written by them or translations done on this subject-matter”.

In 1873 the Department of International Law was taken by a graduate of Kharkiv
University, the well-known legal historian, Andrii Mykolaiovych Stoianov (1831-1907).
Later he wrote: “I came to the orphaned Department so that, while preserving the
unconditional freedom of method, opinion, and convictions on private matters, to
support the good scientific tradition [D. I. Kachenovskyi — authors], who fully deserves
respect and whose name remains outstanding in the history of Kharkiv University”.

His lectures during the 1873/74 academic year were transcribed by the students
and published as a book in 1875. As the historians of the history of the law faculty
noted, this was the first fully-fledged Russian-language course of international law.
Professor Danevskyi later commented on the published course of lectures:

Above allin Stoianov’s book we find that virtue which is not always encountered
in the historical parts of publicists of our science: one thought is traced throughout the
entire history of international relations and law and the progressive consecutive
movement of this law is demonstrated, especially from the Congress of Westphalia to
our day ... Reducing all said by us about Stoianov’s “outlines” to a single whole, we
cannot fail to acknowledge that despite certain shortcomings of his work relating to
the system and individual moments, his capital work, they note, is noteworthy for an
undoubted talent, knowledge, richness of literature, and material, and also a
freshness and humanity of views.

The breadth of Stoianov's scholarly interests is astonishing. Among his work, in
addition to books and articles on international law, are studies of legal history, State
law, comparative jurisprudence, Roman law, and the methodology of the legal
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sciences. Therefore, Stoianov’s “element”, as Bobin noted, speaking on 8 March 1903
at a session of the Kharkiv Law Society, was the history of law, and he held the
Department of International Law only temporarily.

From January 1878 private associate professor Vsevolod Piiovych Danevskyi
(1852-1898) began to deliver lectures on international law, and upon the proposal of
Stoianov in May 1879 was unanimously elected by the general meeting of professor
of the Law Faculty to the post of an established docent at the Department.
Danevskyi's brilliant defense of a master’s thesis was a weighty consideration when
the professors adopted this decision. Danevskyi himself determined that the topic of
his scholarly work would be a “principally historical study of neutrality and critique of
the act of 16 April 1856, closely linked with the history of neutrality and arising
therefrom”. The public defense of the thesis held in Kharkiv University generated lively
discussions among the scholarly community.

The talent of Danevskyi as a historian of international law is on full display in this
work. He analyzed in detail complex problems of the origin and development of neutrality
with respect to maritime trade from ancient times to modemn history. Three sections of the
thesis were fully devoted to illuminating these questions. In the history of neutrality
Danevskyi noted the consecutive replacement of two dominant ideas: (1) the idea of
“absolute rights of belligerents”, which was completely alien to neutrality and passed
through the entire history of the ancient world; and (2) the origin and further development
of the theory of “neutral rights’, which arose in the Middle Ages on the basis of trade
interests and was formulated in the Consolate del mare during the thirteenth and fourteenth
centuries, evidently intended for use by the maritime consults of Barcelona, and later, in
1519, was published in Rome and widely disseminated throughout Europe.

Danevskyi divided the era of the forming and evolution of neutrality into three
periods: (1) from the formation of the maritime trading republic and cities and
strengthening of Christianity to the “first armed neutrality” (here Danevskyi had in mind
the Declaration of Empress Catherine Il on Armed Neutrality, issued on 28
February/10 March 1780; (2) from the “first armed neutrality” to the Congress of
Vienna of 1814-1815; (3) from the Congress of Vienna to the Paris Naval Conference
of 4/16 April 1856, which laid down the important principles of the international law of
the sea of the modern period.

With his typical energy, Danevskyi began to write a doctoral thesis. An essential
requirement for persons who prepared to defend such a thesis at the time was the
acquisition of international experience. Having regard to this, Danevskyi went abroad
for twelve-months, during which time he was elected to the Institute of International
Law. While abroad, Danevskyi collected rich material to be processed upon his return
and published as a monograph.

Some conclusions to which Danevskyi came continue to be relevant a century
and a half later. He stated that in the sphere of international relations rather often the
“principles of nationality conflict with the so-called law of conquest’, as a result of
which parts of one State are torn away violently and joined to another. The general
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trend, however, in Danevskii's view created conditions for fundamental changes: “the
right of conquest is rapidly disappearing and soon will have no raison d’étre at all’.
The alienation of territory (in peacetime or as a result of war) is possible only after the
per capita voting of the population, arranged with all guarantees for the correction and
good-faith organization of the casting of votes”. Danevskyi believed that if such
guarantees were achieved, they would so restrict the aggressor that war would be
transformed into a “senseless matter (in the great majority of cases)”.

Upon returning to Kharkiv, Danevskyi was in 1883 elected extraordinary
professor, and in February 1884 — again at the initiative of Stoianov —ordinary
professor of the Department of International Law.33 In this period Danevskyi most
compellingly displayed his talent as a historian of international law. Several years
before his death,34 his capital work on studying the system and history of international
law was published in Kharkiv. Sections two and three of volume one were devoted
entirely to the development and evolution of international law and the science thereof.

The historical development of international relations and international law
Danevskyi divided into two large eras — the ancient, when, in his view, international law
as such did not yet exist, and the era of the Middle Ages and Modern Era (until the
1880s), when the processes occurred of the genesis and further development of
international law and its institutions. In turn, this second era he broke down into five
periods, each characterized by certain peculiarities: (a) Middle Ages and Modern Era up
to the 1648 Peace of Westphalia; (b) from the Congress of Westphalia to the Great
French Revolution of 1789 to 1799; (c) from the French Revolution to the 1814-1815
Congress of Vienna. This period Danevskyi considered to be “unhappy for international
law” and thus which “turned Europe into a period of barbarism”; (d) the next period —
from the Congress of Vienna which, in Danevskyi's expression, had the purpose to
“strengthen peace and lay the foundation of the future international order” up to the 1856
Paris Congress; and (e) from the Paris Congress to the 1884—1885 Berlin “African”
Conference, during the deliberations of which the principle was proclaimed of “effective
occupation”, which became the turning point for activating the colonization of the
continent, and also the 1890 Berlin Labour Conference, later addressed in detail by the
private associate professor of Tomsk University, Mykolai Mykolaiovych Kravchenko
(1881-1955). Danevskyi's study was well-received by reviewers.

It should be noted that contemporaries of Danevskyi described him as an
extremely diligent and talented person: “He gave himself to work with all his heart; he
devoured it. While working on some topic, he penetrated into it, forgetting everything
else. In setting out that which interested him, he was agitated and agitated others”.
Professor M. M. Aleksieienko later recalled. Danevskyi was known not only as the
author of numerous works of scholarship, but as an active popularizer of international
law and his history, a brilliant lecturer who often addressed the students, and simply
interested Kharkivites, with public lectures. In parallel with his lectures on international
law, from 1888 Danevskyi also taught a course on criminal law on behalf of the Faculty
of Law. In 1893 he was transferred to the Department of Criminal Law and Procedure.
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A period commenced in the history of the Department when lecturing in
international law was undertaken by noted international legal scholars who came from
other universities of the Russian Empire. Among them, a graduate of the Faculty of
Law of Kazan University, Mykhailo Ivanovych Dohel (1865-1936), who in June 1895
by instruction of the Ministry of Public Education was appointed private associate
professor of Kharkiv University at the Department of International Law. He defended
in April 1900 a thesis research on military occupation (occupatio bellica) at Kharkiv
University and received the degree of doctor of international law. In November 1896
he was, at his wish, transferred with the rank of private associate professor to the
Department of International Law at Kazan University.

A period of sojourn in Kharkiv also proved to be useful for a representative of the
St. Petersburg School of International Law, Baron Mykhailo Oleksandrovych von Taube
(1869-1961). Emanating from early German-Swedish-Germanic kin who traced their
origin to the thirteenth century, by profession a jurist, historian, diplomat, State official,
founding member of the Russian Society of Maritime Law (1905), representative of the
Russian Empire at the London Conference on maritime law (1908-1909), member of the
Permanent Court of International Arbitration at the Hague (from 1909), student of Professor
Fedor Fedorovych Martens (1845-1909), he received master's degree on 28 May 1896
and his doctorate of international law on 29 November 1899. From 1 January 1897 he
taught at the Faculty of Law of Kharkiv University, and from 1903 to 1911 held the
Department of his teacher, Martens, at St. Petersburg University.

Just as Danevskyi, von Taube had a historical approach to international legal
studies. On 31 January 1897 he lectured at Kharkiv University on the “Principal
Phases in the History of the Development of International Relations and Law”,
describing international law as the “aggregate of legal norms which demarcate
interests and determine mutual relations of States-participants in the international
community”, emphasizing: “The science which studies the principles of this law — as
a product of a continuous historical process that integrated individual peoples into one
cultural whole - is, of course, primarily a historical science”.

Taube emphasized that the late Middle Ages (fourteenth and fifteenth
centuries), “having retained inviolate the moral aspect of the Papacy and Empire
which united peoples”, destroyed the political elements “dangerous for the
international community of the Imperial-Papacy feudal system of the tenth to
thirteenth centuries, having advanced in its place a number of independent large
national States” that represented States of the contemporary type and became
subjects of international law which already had been born. Taube calculated the
existence of fully-fledged international law from this time onwards, for it now
“contained all elements necessary for the existence of an international law in our
meaning”. This view was substantiated extensively in his capital work on the history
of the birth of contemporary international law, the first volume of which was published
in St. Petersburg, and the second in Kharkiv.

From 1899 to 1901 lectures on international law at the Faculty of Law of Kharkiv
University were delivered by a representative of the Moscow School of International
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Law, Volodymyr Antonovych Ulianytskyi (1855-1920), noted for a number of brilliant
publications on various problems of international law. In 1883 he defended on the
basis of a vast range of archival sources a magister dissertation on the Eastern
Question. Ulianitskii was appointed to the post of private associate professor in 1885
at the Department of International Law at the Faculty of Law of Moscow University,
and three years later made a member of the Archeographic Commission of the
Ministry of Public Education while retaining his other posts. He was transferred in
1899 to Kharkiv University as private associate professor at the Chair of International
Law. In February 1900 he defended at Moscow University a doctoral thesis on
Russian consulates abroad in the eighteenth century and was soon appointed
ordinary professor at the Department of International Law in the Faculty of Law of
Kharkiv University, where he worked until his move in 1901 to Tomsk University.
The Head of the Department at Kharkiv University before the liquidation of its
Faculty of Law was yet another graduate, Volodymyr Antonovych Yastrzhembskyi
(1866-197?) — the author of a fundamental work on capitulations in the Ottoman Empire.
Even during his studies at the University, he displayed his scholarly abilities and was
awarded the Kachenovskyi Prize for a student work on military international law in the
Russo-Turkish war of 1877-1878. In April 1895 he defended a master’s thesis in Kyiv,
received the rank of private associate professor, which made it possible for the years
1895-1896 to lecture at Kharkiv University a parallel compulsory course on international
law. Later he produced his own instructional course on the history of international
relations, which he taught during the first semester of the 1896/97 academic year.
Yastrzhembskyi was a professor at the Department of International Law of the
Faculty of Law until 1920, when the Commission for reform of the higher school
attached to the People’s Commissariat of Public Education of the Ukrainian SSR
issued an Instruction on the Temporary Organization of the Higher School in Ukraine;
this contained a categorical requirement for the law faculties to “... fully terminate
organized forms thereof without prejudice to the inventory to be decisively eliminated”.
The restoration of the University Department of Intemational Law occurred at the time
of the independence of Ukraine and was linked with the renaissance from 1 June 2004 of the
Faculty of Lawin V.N. Karazin Kharkiv National University. At first the teaching of international
law was undertaken by the professoriate of the Department of Constitutional and International
Law. From 2012 to 2016 the Department of International Law functioned as the Faculty of
International Economic Relations and Tourist Business and was headed by associate
professor L. N. Novikova. However, the Scientific Council of Kharkiv National University
adopted a decision to transfer the training of international lawyers to the Faculty of Law.
With the formation on 1 September 2016 of the Department of International and
European Law at the Faculty of Law, the training of bachelors and masters majoring
in “International Law” commenced. The Department was headed by Professor
T. L. Syroid. Under her leadership and relying on the best educational traditions of the
University and other leading institutions of higher education, a small but active
collective was formed: O. A. Havrylenko, Y. B. Titov, L. O. Fomina, Yu. O. Tolstenko,
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and D. V. Haidar. Lecturers from other departments of the Faculty were invited to
collaborate: V. O. Serohin, O. S. Perederii, and others.

Work commenced to create methods materials and enlist the most diligent and
talented students. A number of scholarly articles, textbooks, and instructional aids
were published by the Department; in Spring 2018 an instructional aid, the first in
Ukraine created by the collective of the Department, was published future masters in
“Public International Law. International Protection of Human Rights’, and also a
fundamental textbook by the Head of the Department. In autumn 2018 the members
of the Department published a textbook on the fundamental principles of the Law of
the European Union, followed in 2019 by a textbook on human rights law.

Members of the Department take an active part in works jointly with other
faculties of the University, especially in 2016 Havrylenko, Syroid, and Novikova
published an anthology devoted to the history of international law. Havrylenko also
published a monograph analyzing the law of ancient States of the Northe Black Sea
region at the end of the VII century BC until the first half of the VI century AD.

A genuine break-through in the scientific work of the re-established Department was
the defense in September 2017 at the Institute of International Relations of the Taras
Shevchenko Kyiv National University by L. O. Fomina of a PhD thesis on the “Legal
Regulation of Ensuring the Security of Participants of an International Criminal Proceeding’.

Since 2017, when the first graduation of masters majoring in International Law
took place, international specialists from other educational institutions of Ukraine —
D. O. Harbazeyi, S. M. Perepolkin, L. V. Filianina — have been involved regularly in
the work of exam commissions.

In 2017, a postgraduate studies was opened in accordance with the educational
and professional training programme of the third (Doctor of Philosophy) level of the
field of study 29 International Relations, specialty 293 International Law.

Over time, the department developed. The academia (lecturers) has replenished
by former students —first graduates of master’'s degree in International Law. Thus,
A. L. Shevchenko and 1. S. Voievodin have chosen scientific activity and pedagogy.
In the 2018/2019 academic year, Associate Professor L. M. Hryshko taught at the
department. At the end of 2019, a well-known specialist in political issues of
international system and global development, Doctor of Political Sciences, Associate
Professor V. M. Shamraieva joined the work of the department.

At present, the Department provides lecturing and methods provision for the
international-legal cycle of legal disciplines for all forms of study. Staff of the Department
teach instructional disciplines, among them: Introduction to the Specialty; Public
International Law; Law of the European Union; Foreign Relations Law; Legal Foundations
of International Civil Service; International-Legal Foundations of Right-Defence Activity;
Law of International Treaties; International Criminal Law; International Court Procedure;
International Humanitarian Law; International Human Rights Law; History of International
Law; History of Diplomacy; Source Materials on the History of International Law; and
others. Lecturing is carried out not only in Ukrainian but also in English. Due to this,

students of the faculty are annually replenished with foreigners from Turkey, Uzbekistan,
Morocco, Lebanon, Nigeria, Céte d'lvoire.

The department provides trainings of scientific and teaching staff and scientific and
expert activities majoring in 12.00.11 — International law, 239 International law and
12.00.01 — Theory and history of state and law; History of political and legal doctrines.

According to the department's plan of action, the teaching staff of the
department conducts research that is directly related to international and European
law. Lecturers of the department take part in scientific and theoretical, all-Ukrainian
and international conferences constantly. The education of future international
lawyers is facilitated by the work of the department’s scientific club.

The department maintains close ties with the Institute of International Relations
of Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv, V. M Koretskyi Institute of State and
Law of National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, Yaroslav Mudryi National Law
University, Kharkiv National University of Internal Affairs, Ivan Franko National
University of Lviv (Law Faculty), V. V. Stashys Institute of Law of Classic Private
University (Zaporizhzhia), John Paul Il Catholic University of Lublin (Republic of
Poland) and other higher educational institutions, organizations and legal institutions.

Cooperation with the latter institutions is manifested in joint participation in
scientific conferences, joint writing and reviewing of monographs, handbooks,
manuals, scientific papers, articles, stating opposition to theses and more.

Students in international law study on an exchange basis at the University of
Latvia (Riga, Republic of Latvia).

Summarizing all the above, we note that the activity of the Department of
International and European Law, Faculty of Law, V.N. Karazin Kharkiv National
University is based on the work of previous generations of professors, associate
professors and lecturers. Some of them, in particular, D. |. Kachenovskyi,
A. M. Stoianov, V. P. Danevskyi, V. A. Yastrzhembskyi and others, are totally applied
to such a generation of law professors of Kharkiv University, whose scientific and
pedagogic developments created the foundation of today’s domestic legal education
and science. Their works, which in Soviet times were forgotten for ideological reasons
and were mentioned in brief by researchers; contain many layers of valuable
information and deep scientific conclusions, which makes it possible to include them
among the most famous experts in international law in Europe, who created a solid
basis for further research in this area. Current teaching staff and students of law strive
to continue with dignity the traditions that have been developed by previous
generations of specialists in international law.

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Authors’ note

The biobibliographic reference dictionary of the teaching staff of the Department
of International and European Law of the Faculty of Law of Kharkiv University covers
the period from 1805 to 2020. The period of 1921-2004 is not represented because
in 1920 the universities in Ukraine were reorganized and the Faculty of Law, and the
Department of International Law accordingly ceased to exist here. The information
about professors, associate professors and lecturers who worked in the period from
1805 to 1905 is quite fully collected in the book “Faculty of Law of Kharkiv University
within the first hundred years of its existence” (1908), edited by professors
M. P. Chubynskyi and D. I. Bahalii, which was republished in 2007 with an extensive
introductory article by T. H. Pavlova, full of interesting historical material.

While preparing the dictionary, the works of domestic scientists were also used,
first of all, the publications of Doctor of Law, Professor M. V. Buromenskyi, PhD in
Law, Associate Professor O.V. Senatrova, Doctor of Law, Associate Professor
0. V. Tarasov, various biobibliographic indexes, encyclopedias and other scientific
reference books. We would like to thank all those who participated in gathering
information about the scientists who had worked at the department, first of all,
0. A. Asotska, a graduate of the master’s degree in International Law.

The information about the staff of the department, given in this reference
dictionary, consists of concise biographical data, the main printed works of scientists
and literature about them. Articles about current lecturers, associate professors and
professors also provide links to their bibliographic profiles on the Internet. Additional
information can be found in the section “Selected works on the Faculty of Law and the
Department”. The work “Biobibliographic dictionary of scientists of Kharkiv University.
Vol. 2. Historians (1905-2012)” [ed. O.M. Bohdashyna, V.I. Butenko, S.R. Marchenko
and others; resp. ed. S.I. Posokhov], published in 2012 by the V. N. Karazin KhNU
publishing house, was taken as a model for organizing the material.

The reference dictionary of teaching staff of the Department of International and
European Law of the Faculty of Law provides information that relates mainly to the
period of work of the scientists at Kharkiv University. The bibliography of each person
has its own numbering and is laid out in the direct chronology of published works,
within a year — in alphabetical order (in Ukrainian). The literature about scientists is
laid out in chronological order. Works with incomplete bibliographic description, not
revised de visu, are marked with an asterisk.

The publication is intended for scientists, students and anyone interested in the
history of domestic legal science and, in particular, the science of international law at
Kharkiv University.

After graduating, he held the position of senior lecturer at
the Department of Ukrainian Studies of Kharkiv State Technical University of
Radioelectronics (now Kharkiv National University of Radio Electronics).

From July 1994 he worked as a senior lecturer, later associate professor of the
Department of Theory and History of State and Law at the University of Internal Affairs
(later — the National University of Internal Affairs). In 1997 he was awarded the
academic title of Associate Professor of theory and history of state and law. In 2000,
he completed a five-year course at the University of Internal Affairs with a degree in
Law and qualified as a lawyer.

Hordieienkov (Hordiienko) Havrylo Stepanovych
(1805-1849)

Born in 1805 in a noble family. After graduating in 1825 from the Sloboda
Ukraine (Kharkiv, Ukraine) gymnasium, he entered Kharkiv University at the Faculty
of Law, graduating three years later with the degree of candidate. He was a student
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of .M. Danylovych. In 1831, on behalf of the Faculty, he began teaching civil and
criminal law, and over time he was given the right to teach courses in public law,
justice and the history of Russian law. In 1834 he was appointed adjunct professor.
In 1837 he received the academic title of Extraordinary Professor of the Department
of Police and Criminal Law, and in 1838, after obtaining the Doctor of Law degree —
the title of Ordinary Professor of the same department.

In the master’s thesis “Analysis of the basic principles of the science of criminal
law” H.S. Hordieienkov tried to comprehend the concepts and purposes of
punishment, based on the criminal and political requirements. In the same place the
author for the first time defines value of science of criminal law for the decision of
practical problems.

His thesis research for the Doctor of Law degree “What should be the scientific
criminal law at the present time?” became a continuation of the study of the subject
of criminal law. H.S. Hordieienkov was an active apologist for the views of his teacher.
This study was mainly based on a combination of philosophical principles and
historical experience of criminal policy.

In 1841, H.S. Hordieienkov was sent abroad (he was in Germany, France, Italy,
Belgium). There, the researcher had the opportunity to get acquainted with the
teaching of criminal and police law in the best foreign universities and studied the
legislation of foreign countries. In 1844 he returned with a large stock of experience
and knowledge, thanks to which his lectures for students of the Faculty of Law of
Kharkiv University were enriched with new content and aroused considerable interest.

In 1849, due to an urgent need, along with the teaching of criminal law, he was
commissioned to give lectures on international law. But his activity in this field wasn't
not long. In the same year H.S. Hordieienkov died.

Danevskyi Vsevolod Piiovych
(1852 — 1895)

Born on 27 August 27 (9 September) 1852 in Nizhyn (now Chernihiv region) in
a noble family. After graduating with honors from Kharkiv provincial gymnasium in
1870 V. P. Danevskyi entered Moscow University. In 1875 he graduated with a gold
medal for his work “On the rights of neutrals”, where he used extensive historical
material collected during the period of his studies. In a few years, the lawyer took this
first scientific research as a basis for a large monograph and master’s thesis.

After graduating, he stayed at the Department of International Law, Faculty of
Law, Moscow University. For several years Danevskyi studied domestic and foreign
bibliography on international law fruitfully. Having decided to know the world and gain
experience, he volunteered for the army and during 1876-1877 he took part in the
Russo-Turkish war in the Balkans.

After returning to civilian life, V. P. Danevskyi passed the master's exam in
September 1877, and in December of the same year, taking into account the success
of the young scientist, after a brilliant debate on the topic “Outline of the latest
literature on international law”, a general meeting of professors of the Faculty of Law
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of Kharkiv University, unanimously elected him to the position of associate professor
at the Department of International Law.

The deep knowledge of sources and literature gave the young scientist an
opportunity to prepare a fundamental article “Thoughts on privateering and naval
warfare» for a scientific journal “Herald of Law”. The article was also published as a
separate brochure. There he made a historical excursion, showing the origins and
evolution of privateering, justifying its disappearance from the historical arena.

After two years of har work, the young lawyer wrote his master's thesis.
V. P. Danevskyi himself determined that the subject of his research was “a
fundamental historical study of neutrality and a critique of the act of 16 April 1856,
which is closely connected with the history of neutrality and follows from it”. The public
defence of the thesis, which provoked heated discussions among the scientific
community, took place at Kharkiv University in 1879.

After defending his master’s thesis, in the same year V. P. Danevskyi was
unanimously elected by the council of Faculty of Law to the position of full-time
associate professor. With his inherent energy, the scientist continued doing his
favorite work and started his doctoral thesis. Gaining international experience at that
time was a mandatory requirement for defending such a thesis. In view of this, on
1 February 1880, V. P. Danevskyi went on a twenty-month assignment abroad, during
which he was accepted as a member of the Institute of International Law, whose
headquarters since its formation in 1873-1878 located in Ghent and from 1878 to
1892 — in Brussels (Belgium).

During his foreign assignment, V. P. Danevskyi collected a lot of factual material,
which was processed, structured and published in the form of a monograph after returning
home. The result of hard work was the defence of his doctorate thesis “The system of
political balance and legitimacy and the beginning of nationality in their relationship:
historical and dogmatic research” which took place at the University of Kyiv in 1882.

After defending his doctoral thesis, in 1883 the scientist was elected by the
council of Faculty of Law of Kharkiv University and approved by the Minister of
Education as an Extraordinary Professor, and in 1884 — as an Ordinary Professor.

V. P. Danevskyi was known not only as the author of numerous scientific works,
but also as an active popularizer of international law and its history, a brilliant lecturer
who often gave lectures to students and ordinary Kharkiv residents. Thus, in 1883 in
the building of Kharkiv University he gave three public lectures “On congresses and
conferences”, in which he widely covered, among other things, the historical aspect
of the problem. There is also information, that he was invited to give lectures on
international maritime law in Mykolaiv and Sevastopol.

Since 1888, alongside with lectures on international law, he taught a course in
criminal law on instructions of the faculty. In 1893 he was transferred to the
Department of Criminal Law and Judicial Proceedings. In 1895 Professor
V. P. Danevskyi quit teaching and research in the field of international law and with
his inherent energy and passion was engaged only in criminal law.
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Danevskyi was an ardent supporter of the idea of equality of peoples, justifying his
point of view, in particular, by historical experience. This is the position he took in his article
“On the struggle against negro trade and slavery”, published in the autumn of 1898, in
which he emphasized the importance of the Congress of Vienna of 1814-1815, which had
marked the beginning of the international fight against human trafficking.

But of course, V. P. Danevskyi's flair as a specialist in international law was most
evident in his fundamental work “A guide to the study of the history and system of
international law”, published in Kharkiv a few years before his death (he died on 25
March 1895). The second and third chapters of the first volume of the book are entirely
devoted to the formation and evolution of international law science.

The works of the scientist, which were forgotten in Soviet times due to
ideological reasons and only briefly mentioned by researchers, contain many layers
of information and scientific outcomes, which makes it possible not only to include
V. P. Danevskyi into the list of most famous experts in the field of international law in
Europe of that time, but also to emphasize his achievements in creating a solid basis
for further research in the field of history of international law.

Dohel Mykhailo Ivanovych
(1865 — 1936)

He was born on 11 September 1865 in Heidelberg (Germany). Son of a
pharmacology professor at Kazan University. In 1888 he graduated from Kazan
University, where he had completed a course with the title of a full student of physical
and mathematical sciences. In 1890 he passed the test in the legal examination
commission at the University of Kazan and in December 1890 he entered the service
of the Ministry of Justice. In 1891 he was appointed as a candidate for judicial
positions at the Kazan district court. In 1892 he went on an assignment abroad at his
own expense for scientific studies. From 1892 to 1893 he attended lectures at the
Ecole de Droit in Paris. On returning from the business trip, he passed the exam for
a master’s degree in international law and received the title of Private Associate
Professor at Kazan University. The topic of the master’s thesis is “Legal status of a
person during the land warfare”. In June 1895, by order of the Ministry of Education,
he was appointed as a private associate professor of Kharkiv University at the
Department of International Law, and in November 1896 he was transferred to the
position of a private associate professor at the Department of International Law at
Kazan University. In 1900 he defended his thesis for the degree of Doctor of
International Law in Kharkiv. The topic of the doctoral thesis was “On military
occupation (occupatio bellica)”. In the same year he was appointed as an
extraordinary professor of the department of International Law at Kazan University.
From 7 March 1903, he was an ordinary professor at the same department. He was
a private associate professor of international law at Faculty of Law of St. Petersburg
University from 1911 to 1913.

In the same period M. I. Dohel was appointed as a member of the Council of the
Main Directorate for the Press (the main censorship body at that time), which was a
part of the Ministry of Internal Affairs. As a lawyer, a specialist in international law, he
dealt with issues of international book exchange and copyright, was a representative
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs in the Commission on international exchange of
scientific and artistic publications at the Ministry of Education.

Alongside with that, in 1911-1913 he gave lectures (as a private associate
professor) on the history of international relations at the Faculty of History and
Philology of St. Petersburg University, and in 1914 he was appointed as an ordinary
professor at University of Yuriev (at the Department of Police Law) with the position
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retained. In the same year M.I. Dohel was appointed as the head of the legal advisory
unit of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

During the Civil war in Russia M.1. Dohel worked in the diplomatic bodies of the
White movement in the south of Russia. In 1919 he emigrated to Constantinople. He
was elected as a deputy of chairman of the board of Russian committee in Turkey.
He moved to France and lived in Paris. He lectured at the Russian Faculty of Law at
the University of Paris (1925-1926), made reports in Russian organizations (1920s).
M.I. Dohel died on 25 August 1936 in Paris.

Kachenovskyi Dmytro Ivanovych
(1827-1872)

He was born on 8(20) December 1827 in Karachev, Orlov Province (Russian
Empire). In 1839 for his academic achievements he was transferred from the clerical
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school in Orlov to Kharkiv provincial gymnasium, which he graduated with a gold
medal. Since 1843 was a student of the Faculty of Law of Kharkiv University (by the
special permission of the university patron count D. I. Holovkin). After graduating in
1847 he stayed at Kharkiv University to prepare for a professorship

D. I. Kachenovskyi went down in history as an international lawyer who had laid
the foundations of domestic science of public international law. Upon entering the
university, D. I. Kachenovskyi attracted the general attention of both students and
professors. The particular evidence of the diligence of Kachenovskyi's studies is, in
particular, his work “On the Law of XII tables”, which was recognized as the best
among student research papers in the 1844/1845 academic year.

In May 1849 there was a public defense of his master’s thesis “Historical review
of international law on dominance over the seas” (unpublished). In December 1849,
after being appointed as an adjunct, he entered the Department of International Law,
where he gave lectures on the encyclopedia of legislation and government agencies,
as well as on the basic laws of the Russian Empire.

In 1854 Kachenovskyi was allowed to travel to Moscow and St. Petersburg for
three months to explore libraries and archives, study legal acts of European and Russian
diplomacy, attend lectures, and collect materials for his work on international law.

In March 1855 he passed the examinations for the degree of Doctor of Political
Sciences and defended his thesis “On privateers and prize proceedings, in relation to
neutral trade” at Moscow University. In December 1855 he received the title of
Extraordinary Professor at the Department of Public Law and Diplomacy; taught a
course in international law.

Since then the flourishing of scientific and public activities of professor
D. I. Kachenovskyi began. He published his works in various domestic and foreign
publications, newspapers and journals, gave lectures in the London Law Society,
established contacts with prominent scientists and public figures of Western Europe,
observed and studied European political institutions during his assignments abroad.

D. Kachenovskyi's proposals on changing the rules of naval warfare, set out in
his doctoral thesis, were reflected in the Paris Declaration Respecting Maritime Law
of 16 April, 1856.

In 1858 he received the title of Ordinary Professor.

From 1860 to 1872 he taught a course in state law of European countries.

In 1863 and 1866 the first two issues of the “Course of international law” were
published. They became a significant contribution to the domestic and foreign legal
science. Unfortunately, D. |. Kachenovskyi did not have a chance to complete the
“Course of International Law”, but even the first two issues were a significant
contribution not only to the domestic scientific literature, which did not have any
general researches, but also to the foreign, rich in monographs and general courses.

In 1867 Kachenovskyi's research “On privateers and prize proceedings, in
relation to neutral trade” was translated into English and supplemented by the author
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himself, “Prize Law: particularly with reference to the duties and obligations of
belligerents and neutrals”, published in London. Upon his initiative, in 1868 the
Museum of fine arts at Kharkiv University became a member of the Arundel Society
of art lovers in London.

In 1850-1851, 1853-1857, and 1867-1870 he was elected as a secretary of the
law faculty. In 1870 D. I. Kachenovskyi was elected as the Dean of the faculty of Law
for a term of three years. However, in the autumn of 1872 he was forced to ask the
faculty to resign from this position for health reasons. In December 1872 professor D.
I. Kachenovskyi died in Kharkiv.

Lanh Yosyp Matviiovych
(around 1775 — 1820)

Born around 1775 in Freiburg im Breisgau (Germany). From 1793 to 1798 he studied
philosophy and law at the University of Freiburg. After graduating from university he
worked at the same university as a lecturer in philosophy and mathematics. In 1795 he
was entrusted to teach mathematics due to the illness of a full professor.

In April 1803, together with other foreign lecturers, he was invited to Kharkiv
University. Initially, he was an adjunct of philosophy and mathematics. In 1809 he was
elected by the University council as an extraordinary professor of philosophy, in 1812
he was appointed an ordinary professor of the university. Y. Lanh’s good education
and versatile training allowed him to perform a number of duties at the university,
including significant ones. Thus, by the choice of the University council, since the day
of its opening until 1812 he had been holding the position of secretary of the
Department of Morality and Politics; from 1807 he worked part-time as a sub-librarian.

During his stay in Kharkiv (1803-1820) Y. Lanh, in addition to general civilizational
and nations’ law (this is what international law was called at that time), taught a large
number of other disciplines, namely: natural law; diplomacy; state economy; national
economy and political arithmetic; the science of social income; science of finance, police
and public revenues; political economy; logic and metaphysics.

During his career at Kharkiv University, Y. Lanh published two significant works:
“Meber de obersten Grundsatz der politischen Oeconomie” (“The highest principle of
political economy”, Riga, 1807) and “Grundlinien der politischen Aritmetik”
(“Fundamentals of political arithmetic”, Kharkiv, 1811). At that time, the professor also
gave two commencement speeches.

The first, given in 1810, was called “Ober das Studium der juridischen und
politischen Wissenschaften” (“On the study of legal and political sciences”). It was
important due to to the order of 1809 on the establishment of the institute of civil
servants at the university. The scholar believed, that a civil servant had to master
legal and political sciences, which contained general and important knowledge,
namely: natural law or philosophical jurisprudence; domestic positive law; state
economy; national history and statistics; Roman law. His second speech in 1814 was

devoted to financial problems and was called “Was ist das Geld?” (“What is money?”,
published in 1815).

At Kharkiv University, Y. Lanh proved to be an “anxious foreigner’, vigorously
defending the rights and freedoms of lecturers. Due to this he frequently received
reprimands and warnings about being brought to the university court. Historical references
and notes of the university state, that Y. Lanh was a “defender of freedom” in all its aspects.
Apparently, this was the real reason for his dismissal “without a certificate” on August 26,
1819, by the decision of the Minister of Spiritual Affairs and Public Education of the Russian
Empire, allegedly due to “unapproved departure abroad”.

He died in 1820 on the way from Kharkiv to St. Petersburg. According to the personal
rescript of the Russian emperor, his widow and children were granted a pension.

Mitskevych Oleksandr Mykolaiovych
(1801-1871)

Born in 1801in the small village of Zaossia near Novogrudok town, Grodno
Province of the Russian Empire (now Grodno region, Belarus) in the family of a small
nobleman, lawyer Mykolai Mitskevych. He was a brother of a famous Polish poet
Adam Mickiewicz (1798-1855).

Since 1819 O. M. Mitskevych studied at the Faculty of Law in Vilnius University.
He showed significant success in his studies. He participated in the competition of
scientific works on the history of law with the work “What influence did Roman law
have on Polish and Lithuanian law?” and took second place. Later, his study, together
with the comments of the eminent lawyer Y. Level, was published in the journal
“Dziennik Warszawski” (1825-1826). At the same time, while being a student,
0. M Mitskevych, together with his brother Adam, took part in secret youth
organizations and was one of the accused in the “Philomath process’”. From
November 1823 to April 1824 he was imprisoned in the Franciscan monastery in
Vilno. He was released due to lack of evidence.

He graduated from the university in 1826. In the same year he won the award
of the University of Vilnius in the amount of 100 silver rubles, which was awarded to
the most successful law student. In 1827 he defended his thesis “De nominis pignore”
(in Latin) and received a master’s degree in law and ecclesiastical law and started
working the Kremenets (Volyn) lyceum as a teacher of Roman law, as well as civil
Polish-Lithuanian law.

During his teaching at the lyceum O. M Mitskevych wrote several works on the
history of Polish-Lithuanian law in Polish and textbooks on the subjects he taught. All
those works were approved for publication, but only one of them was published: “On
the Influence of Roman legislation on Polish-Lithuanian legislation” (Warsaw, 1827).

After the suppression of the Polish uprising in 1830, the tsarist government
closed Vilnius University and Kremenets Lyceum in 1832 and liquidated the Vilnius
educational district. In 1833 O.M. Mitskevych was sent to the disposal of the patron
of the Kyiv educational district to work on creating a legal basis for moving the material
base of the liquidated educational institution to the newly established University of St.
Volodymyr in Kyiv. With the beginning of classes in 1834 he was left as a teacher of
Roman law. On 26 March 1835 the university council approved him as an
Extraordinary Professor and on July 2, 1836 — an Ordinary Professor. At the same
time, he was assigned to perform the duties of the secretary of the faculty for a while.

Despite a successful scientific career, O.M. Mitskevych was still considered
politically unreliable. Apparently, because of this on 29 January 1838 he was
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transferred to Kharkiv University to the position of ordinary professor of Roman law
(later — Roman law and history), where he worked for twenty years. The professor
taught courses of History of Roman law, System of Roman law, Family and
inheritance law from the system of Roman law, System of Roman civil law in the form
of pandects. On behalf of the university council on 30 August 1848 at a solemn
meeting on the occasion of the beginning of the new academic year he gave a speech
in Latin “De juris Romani indole oratio” (“Speech on the features of Roman law”).

After the sudden death of professor H. S. Hordieienkov (Hordiienko), (who, in
addition to criminal law, at the same time taught a course in international law) in 1849,
0. M. Mitskevych, according to the circumstances, was entrusted with lecturing in
both of these disciplines.

In the same year (1849) O. M Mitskevych was unanimously elected as the dean
of the Faculty of Law and approved for this position by the Minister of Education. He
had been holding this position until 1 January 1850.

In 1845, taking into account the scientific and pedagogical experience, the
professor was awarded the badge “XV years of impeccable service”, and in 1850 he
received the badge “XX years of impeccable service”. After serving 25 years in 1852,
0. M Mitskevych was left in the service for another five years, and after that, having
received the badge of “XXV years of impeccable service”, he resigned and on
3 August 1858, he retired. He died on 16 November (according to other sources
22 November) in 1871 in the previously acquired small mansion of Huberniia near
Kobryn in Polissya, Belarus. About two dozen scientific works by Mitskevych on the
history of Roman and Polish-Lithuanian law remained unpublished.

Ornatskyi Serhii Mykolaiovych
(1806-1884)

Born on 19(31) March 1806 in Horodyshche village (Volkhovsky district,
Leningrad region, Russia). During 1828-1832 he studied at the faculties of law of
St.Petersburg and Berlin universities, worked as a codifier of civil law in the 2nd
department of His Imperial Majesty’s Chancellery. In 1835 S.Ornatskyi began his
career at St.Volodymyr’'s University in Kyiv as the head of the Department of Russian
Civil Law and Procedure, acting as secretary of the Faculty of Law. During 1841-1843 he
worked as dean of the Faculty of Law. From 1835 he was a doctor of law. In 1840
S.Ornatskyi was appointed vice-rector of the University.

Since 1846 he was the head of the Department of International Law and
Diplomacy at Kharkiv University.

S.Ornatskyi's scientific heritage is distinguished by fundamental studies of
epistemological issues of comparative jurisprudence. In particular, he focused on
such issues as: the relationship between human laws and the “Law of Eternal Truth”;
the reasons for the difference between human laws; the boundary of contradictions
between the laws of different countries; possibility of reception, borrowing of norms of
the legislation of one state to another. S. Ornatskyi was convinced that for all people,
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regardless of space-time dimension, there is a universal invariant “Law of Eternal
Truth”. The scholar argued for the primacy of the subjective factor in lawmaking (“wise
legislator”) or a significant influence in the creation of the laws of “people’s spirit”.

S.Ornatskyi is considered the founder of the concept of “quantitative
differences”, which, in turn, helped him to raise the issue of existence or absence of
interrelationships between the legal systems of different states through the lens of
opposite concepts “similarity-difference”, which reflected common or different signs
of social development. As one of the developers of the ideas of legal encyclopedics,
he paid close attention to jurisprudence. Within its framework, he proposed to study
jointly the general legislation that affected all the inhabitants of one state, and private
legislation (legislation of individual parts of the state, in this case — various laws in
force in certain territories of the Russian Empire). Such a joint study was to take place,
first of all, within the framework of comparative-historical research and was aimed at
both theoretical-scientific and practical goals. In particular, it was possible to find out
the shortcomings and weaknesses of these laws, to find out what could be borrowed,
taking into account the common good and private interests, to find and eliminate
various contradictions found in legislation.

In 1848 S.Ornatskyi moved to Moscow and worked at the Department of
Encyclopedia of Law and Russian State Laws at Moscow University. A year later due
to a serious illness S.Ornatskyi left the service and resigned. He died in January 1884
in Kursk.

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Paulovych Kostiantyn Pavlovych
(1781-1867)

Born in 1781 in Hungary. He graduated from the University of Pest, where he
worked at the faculties of Philosophy and Law. In 1805 he obtained the degree of Doctor
of Liberal Sciences and Philosophy. From 1806 he worked as a notary. During 1807-
1808 he was a teacher of history at the gymnasium of Don Army in Cherkasy. From
1808, under the auspices of Kharkiv University, he taught Roman law at the Sloboda
Ukraine gymnasium. From 1810 he was an associste professor at the department of
Roman law at Kharkiv University. He taught Roman law to civil servants in Kharkiv.
During 1811-1815 he was secretary of the Department of Morality and Politics. From
1810 to 1815 he taught General Natural Law, General Criminal Law, Russian Criminal
Law, History of Roman Law and Roman Law, and General Public Law.

He was a member of the “Test Committee for Civil Servants” (April 23 -
21 October 1834). In 1816 he became Extraordinary Professor, and in 1817 -
Ordinary Professor at Kharkiv University. He worked actively on the creation of
encyclopedic publications on various aspects of law. During 1817-1834 he was a
professor at the department of International Law. As an honored professor,
K.Paulovych was “dismissed from service completely” on the basis of an order of the
Minister of Education dated 21 October 1834. He was a member of the supervisory
board on economic affairs at the Institute for Noble Maidens. He also had the status
of a state adviser.

Reith Bernhard Yosypovych
(1770-1824)

Born in 1770 in Mainz, where he received his first education; then studied in
Jena, Leipzig and Géttingen, received his doctorate in Kénigsberg. After returning
home, he entered civil service and was a member of the board of denomination, as
well as president of the court of denomination of the Montoren department of Vershtab
district. Unknown circumstances (possibly the increase of French ruling over his
compatriots) prompted Reith to leave his homeland and go to Dorpt (now Tartu),
where he held the position of vice-director of the Pedagogical Institute for a year.
In 1804, the trustee of Kharkiv educational district S.0.Pototskyi invited him to Kharkiv
University to teach History of European States and Statistics. Since then, Reith lived
inseparably in Kharkiv, first as an associate professor at the university and then as a
professor at the Department of Natural, Political and People’s Law (people’s law or
the law of nations (jus gentium) was then called international law). He was elected as
an associate professor in 1809, extraordinary professor in 1811, and ordinary
professor in 1814. In 1815-1822, Reith was elected dean of the Department of
Morality and Politics. In addition, he was a member of the School Committee (from
1815), librarian (from 1814 to 1823), secretary of the Council (in 1816), and for some
time — head of the numismatic office.

During his teaching career, Reith taught the following courses in Latin: until 1807 —
General History, Statistics and Geography; until 1814 — History of Rights of New
Peoples; since 1814 — Natural, State and People’s Law (according to the works of
Grotius, Jacob, Meister and Kilein); temporarily (in 1819) — Political Economy
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(according to Storch’s manual and Jacob’s work “Grundsatze der National
Oekonomie”) and Diplomacy (according to his own notes). In 1805-1806 he taught
German Language and Literature in the preparatory class of the University. In
addition, for one year (1815) Reith taught the following courses free of charge: 1) on
Public Law of the Former German Empire; 2) on the Rhine Union; 3) on Public Law
in the United Kingdom of Great Britain.

Reith’s scientific and literary activity relates mainly to the period of his life that
preceded his arrival in Kharkiv. Regarding the Kharkiv period, two stages should be
distinguished: the first (before 1815, before the reaction) is characterized, though not
outstanding, but still significant scientific productivity; the second (the era of reaction),
on the contrary, is characterized by the complete cessation of scientific and literary
activity. During the reaction to the persecution of science and education, Reith was
so frightened by the actions of the reactionary government of the Russian Empire
(including the expulsion of Professor J.B.Shad from Kharkiv University) that even at
his lectures, as his former students recalled, giving the material on natural law, he
pondered and forwarded several times even the most innocent expressions.

In general, B.Reith was noted for his great erudition and he was passionate
about any scientific work. In 1784—1786 Reith, together with M. Engel, published the
“Magazin der Philosophie und schénen Kiinste” (Mainz und Leipzig), and later he was
an honorary member of the St.Petersburg Free Society of Lovers of Russian
Literature.

Researchers of Reith’s work noted especially his priority in developing a course
on History of Russia, in connection with his work, which he published in 1811 in
Kharkov in Latin under the title “Specimen historiae Rossorum. Pars prior”. This book
(101 pages), which was both an essay on the political history of ancient Russia from
Rurik to the Tatar invasion, was indeed the first experience of a short essay on the
history of the East Slavs, conceived and executed (though not entirely) with honest
application of historical criticism.

B.Reith died on 23 December 1824.

Stepanov Tykhon Fedorovych
(1795-1847)

Born in 1795 in Voronezh in the family of an official. He received his first
education in the seminary. In 1814 he entered the Department of Morality and
Politicsof Kharkiv University, where he graduated with the title of candidate. In 1823
he was appointed a teacher of general history and geography at the Kharkiv Boarding
School for Noble Maidens. At the same time, T.Stepanov taught in several private
boarding schools.

In 1824, after defending his scientific work “On Political Equilibrium”, Stepanov
received master's degree in Political History and Statistics (according to other
sources, a master’s degree in Political Economy and Diplomacy).

After receiving his master’'s degree, Tykhon Fedorovych continued to teach
history in Kharkiv.

In 1830, T. Stepanov moved to St. Petersburg, where he joined the State
Commission for debt repayment. Here he gained considerable experience in the use
of budget funds and the formation of the tax part of the budget. He held this position
for two years, until his next appointment.

In 1832, T. Stepanov was appointed extraordinary professor at Kharkiv
University at the Department of Political Economy and, at the same time, at the
Institute of Noble Maidens. Already on 5 September 1832 as Professor T. Stepanov
delivered his now well-known scholar thanks to the publication of the text “Introductory
Lecture on Political Economy”.

It is worth noting that as a professor of Political Economy T. Stepanov was not
inclined to a limited understanding of his role in science. On the contrary, his interests
went far beyond the economy. This is evidenced, for instance, by the fact that he
studied several foreign languages on his own. Another evidence of this approach was
contained in his speech “On the Essence, Importance and Purpose of Political
Science’, delivered at a solemn meeting of Kharkiv University on 30 August 1833. In
this speech Stepanov reflected on war and peace, the rights and responsibilities of
states, the relationship links between individual branches of science and even about
the future of international relations. In particular, Stepanov noted that political
economy and politics focus on diplomacy, and the task of the latter is to set out the
laws of physical and ethical life of peoples in their relationships, as well as to reveal
the rules that peoples must follow by constantly influencing each other. Reflecting on
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diplomacy, T. Stepanov praised its role in the formation of mutually beneficial relations
between peoples based on peaceful coexistence for their common good. He also
predicted future global integration processes in international relations and argued that
it was Europe that, having survived terrible wars, would teach other parts of the world
wise prudence.

Thanks to his talents, diligence and principles T. Stepanov earned recognition
and respect quickly among colleagues. These qualities led to his career advancement
at Kharkiv University.

As early as 1833, T. Stepanov held the position of trustee at Kharkiv University
(an official who supervised the implementation of the University Statute by both
students and the faculty), who had a significant influence, and therefore an
authoritative and respected professor was appointed. Stepanov performed these
functions from 1833 to 1834.

In 1835 Stepanov was elected dean of the Faculty of Morality and Politics.

In 1837 he was entrusted with teaching the Basics of National Jurisprudence,
i.e. International Law. In the same year he was appointed vice-rector of the University.

Some researchers claim that around this time T.F.Stepanov even received an
offer from count Holovkin to become rector of the University, which he refused,
considering himself insufficiently prepared for this position.

In 1839 he was entrusted with the supervision of the educational part of the
Pedagogical Institute, which functioned at the University, with the title of director of
the Institute.

T. Stepanov worked at Kharkiv University until 1845 (according to other sources —
until 1847). He retired due to iliness and died in 1847 after unsuccessful treatment
abroad.

In the last years of his work at Kharkiv University, T. Stepanov worked actively
on a manuscript entitled “Common Law in Conjunction with Diplomacy”. In 1847, this
manuscript was censored for publication, but at one time was never published due to
the author’'s death. Today, this work, called the first Russian course in international
law according to a well-known international lawyer of the XX century Professor
V. Semenov, is stored in the form of a manuscript in duplicate in the library of
V.N. Karazin Kharkiv National University and in the Central State Historical Archives
of Ukraine in Kyiv. It was first published only in the early 2000s in the Anthology of
Ukrainian Legal Thought.

Stoianov Andrii Mykolaiovych

(1829 — 1907)

Born in Kursk province in 1829. In 1853 he graduated from the Faculty of Law
of Kharkiv University with the degree of candidate. In 1859 A. Stoianov passed the
master's exam and published his first scientific work “On ideal views of society and
the state”. In 1862, a young scientist presented his dissertation for a master's degree
in international law on “Methods of developing positive law and the social significance
of lawyers from glossators to the end of the XVIII century”. The Faculty of Law of
Kharkiv University praised the presented work. It was described as “a truly valuable
achievement for the legal literature”.

In 1863, A. Stoianov was sent abroad for two years to get acquainted with
foreign experience in teaching law. In 1865-1869 he worked as an associate professor
at the Department of Encyclopedia of Law and Russian State Laws of Kharkiv
University.

After a brilliant defense of his doctoral thesis on “History of Advocacy. Ancient
world: Egypt. India. Jews. Greeks. Romans” on 29 April 1869, from 1869 to 1870 he
was an extraordinary professor, in 1870-1884 — an ordinary professor at the
Department of Important Foreign Laws, ancient and modern, in 1884-1887 — an
ordinary professor at the Department of Encyclopedia of Law, from 1887 — an ordinary
professor of the Department of Roman Law, in 1870-1876 — secretary, and in 1876-
1885 — dean of the Faculty of Law of Kharkiv University.

In 1872, after the death of a prominent international lawyer Kachenovskyi,
A. Stoianov began to teach international law actively. During 1873 to 1874, the course
he developed was recognized as the first full course in international law taught in
Russian. Until 1885, the professor also held the department of History of Legislation
at Kharkiv University, taught an encyclopedia of law and Roman law. For wide
erudition, clarity of presentation and oratory A.Stoianov became widely known as one
of the best professors at Kharkiv University. He was an ardent supporter of

comparative and historical methods of studying legal institutions, following the example of
Tailor, Spencer, Maine. Itis in this direction that his major works were written. He gave public
lectures repeatedly. In both scientific and teaching activities he always and invariably
remained a representative of the ideas of Enlightenment and humanism.

He died on 2 June 1907 in Kyiv.

Taube Mykhailo Oleksandrovych
(1869 — 1961)

Baron M.Taube had a historic name. He was born on 15 May 1869 in Pavlovsk.
In 1887 he graduated with a gold medal from the Sixth St. Petersburg Gymnasium,
and in 1891 — from the Faculty of Law of St. Petersburg University with a first-degree
diploma (for his work “Reception of Roman Law in the West”). On 1 December 1891,
M.Taube was left at the university to prepare for a professorship in the Department of
International Law. Simultaneously, from 2 January 1892 and until 1917, he entered
the service of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Russian Empire.

On 28 May 1896 M. Taube, defending his thesis “History of the origin of modern
international law (Middle Ages)” received a master’s degree in international law.

He had considerable teaching experience. From 1 January 1897, for two and a
half years, as a private associate professor, he taught a course in international law at
Kharkiv University.

On 29 November 1899, his doctoral thesis “Principles of Peace and Law in
International Conflicts of the Middle Ages” was defended at St.Petersburg University.
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After that, the scientist remained to work as a private associate professor at his alma
mater. In 1903, M.Taube was elected an extraordinary professor, and in 1904 he
served as dean of the Faculty of Law. Since 1906 he has been an ordinary professor
at the Department of International Law. During 1903-1911 he taught the general
course of International Law at St. Petersburg University, as well as special courses of
Law of War; International conflicts and means of protection of rights and interests,
History of Russia’s international relations since the time of Peter the Great. In 1909-
1917, he lectured part-time at the St. Petersburg School of Law.

Like his teacher F. Martens, M. Taube successfully combined scientific and
pedagogical work with the practical work of a diplomat, international arbitrator and
consultant. He consulted both domestic and foreign statesmen and specialists in
international law, as well as international organizations and scientific societies. The
practical activity of M.Taube was quite rich and varied. From 1892 to 1917, while
serving in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, he dealt with maritime law. He has
participated in a number of international conferences on these issues. From
18 November 1909, he represented Russia in the Permanent Chamber of the
International Court of Arbitration in the Hague. From 22 April 1911, M.Taube held the
position of deputy Minister of Education, and from 19 October 1914 to 11 January
1915, he temporarily headed the Ministry. M.Taube also participated in the
development of the law on introduction of general primary education. On 11 February
1915 M. Taube was appointed senator and became a member of the State Council
of the Russian Empire.

After 1917, M.Taube went to France for permanent residence. In exile, he
continued his scientific activity. He published about twenty works. In the 1930s,
M.Taube was a legal adviser, actively working as a member of the Russian Historical
and Genealogical Society in America. He died on 29 November 1961 and buried in
Saint-Geneviéve-des-Bois cemetery.

Ulianytskyi Volodymyr Antonovych
(1854 — 1920)

Born on 30 January 1854 in Moscow. After graduating from the Moscow 3
Gymnasium, he entered Moscow University at the Faculty of Law, graduating in 1874.
In 1877 he passed the master's exam in international law (initially considered the
department of State Law). In 1878 he entered the service of the Moscow Main Archive
of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

In 1883 he defended his master’s thesis “Essays on the diplomatic history of the
Eastern question. Dardanelles, the Bosphorus and the Black Sea in the XVIII century”,
which was awarded the Uvarov Prize by the Academy of Sciences in 1885. In 1885
he was appointed as private associate professor of International Law at Moscow
University, where together with L. Kamarovskyi gave lectures on theory of
international law and special courses on history of diplomacy. In 1897,
V.A.Ulianytskyi’s lectures on international law were published in Moscow.

A number of articles by Ulianytskyi was published in “Legal Herald”, “Russian
Herald”, “Izvestiia of the Moscow Society for the Promotion of Merchant Shipping”,
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“Readings of the Russian History and Antiquities Society”, “Works of the Moscow
Numismatic Society”, and “Journal of the Ministry of Education”. He was an employee
of the foreign policy department in the newspapers “Russkyi Kurier”, “Zemstvo”,
“Moskovskyi Telegraf”, and “Russkie Vedomosti”.

In 1898 he was approved as a member of Archaeological Commission of the
Ministry of Education. From 1887 to 1901 he was a permanent employee of “Russkie
Vedomosti” in the foreign department.

Ulianytskyi continued to work hard on the materials of the Main Archive. On
behalf of the Minister of Foreign Affairs in 1890 he wrote a work “On the Arbitration
Court of Empress Catherine Il between Austria and Prussia”, but the latter was not
published.

In 1899, Ulianytskyi had to leave the service in the Main Archive, because in the
same year he was appointed private associate professor of international law at
Kharkiv University. In 1900, after defending his doctoral thesis in Moscow on “Russian
consulates abroad in the XVIII century”, he was appointed full professor of
international law at Kharkiv University, and in 1901 - transferred to Tomsk University
in the same position where he worked until 1910.

On 28 May 1910, Ulianytskyi was approved for 25 years of service in a teaching
position at the university as an honored professor, and even earlier, on 8 May 1909,
he retired for years of service. Nevertheless, he continued to teach until he moved to
Kazan University. From 23 July 1911 to 1916 he was a private associate professor at
Kazan University. The last years of Ulianytskyi's life passed in Kazan.

Ulianytskyi was a regular contributor to the Encyclopaedic Dictionary “Granat’,
in which he published a number of articles on international law (volumes 10-33).
In 1911 he published a full course of his lectures on international law, which had
previously been co-authored with L.A. Kamarovskyi (Moscow, 1897, 1900 and 1908).
Together with A. Lodyzhenskyi he translated the book by .K.Blunchley “International
Law” (Moscow, 1876).

Shad Ivan Yehorovych

(1758 — 1834)

Shad Johann Baptist (30.11/12.12.1758-13/25.01.1834) — philosopher, author
of a fundamental course in natural law. Born in the village of Mirsbach, near
Bamberg, into a wealthy peasant family, he was educated at the Banz Monastery and
the Jesuit Seminary in Bamberg. In 1778 he became a monk in Banz Monastery.

Spiritual and physical crisis leads to a change in the religious and moral beliefs
of J.Shad. The scandal caused by the publication of his sharply satirical book “The
Life and Destiny of the Reverend Father Sincerius” prompted him to flee the
monastery (1798) and convert to Protestantism. In 1799 he defended his thesis “On
the Connection of Philosophical Theory with Practice” at the University of Jena and
obtained the PhD degree. In 1799-1804 J.Shad held the Department of Philosophy
at the University of Jena. In 1804, he accepted an invitation from Kharkiv University,
where he became the first PhD.
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In 1814 his work “Institutiones juris naturae” was published. J.Shad’s doctrine of
natural law is almost unknown to modern jurists, and his international legal views have
not been the subject of special research yet, although Shad’s contribution to the
development of international law is analyzed to some extent in the fundamental work
of Academician V.E.Hrabar “Materials on the History of Literature of International Law
in Russia (1647-1917)” and in a number of publications of modern representatives of
the Kharkiv school of international law.

J.Shad as a thinker and personality was deeply revered by contemporaries — in
particular, Fichte, Goethe, Schiller. A follower, commentator, and critic of the
philosophy of Kant, Fichte, and Schelling, J.Schad made a significant contribution to
the spread of ideas of German idealism in the Russian Empire and the creation of a
kind of its centre at Kharkiv University in the early nineteenth century. The
philosophical and political legal doctrine of J.Shad significantly influenced the
formation of the methodological foundations of Kharkiv school of international law,
where during almost the entire nineteenth century natural law approach to
understanding the essence of international law was dominant. Researchers include,
in particular, A.Dudrovych, Hess de Calve, H.Khlopinin, I. Liubachynskyi, and others
in the “Shad’s school”.

The main reason for the dismissal of J.Shad from Kharkiv University and his
expulsion from the Russian Empire in December 1816, according to V.0.Abashnyk,
was the publication of a textbook of selected works of ancient Roman authors in 1815,
as well as his course in natural law. J.Shad was accused of plagiary in the
dissertations of two of his students, as well as of rationalism and critical attitude to the
Christian religion and morality. On 3 November 1916, the Committee of Ministers of
the Russian Empire decided to dismiss J.Shad, a professor at Kharkiv University
immediately, and send him abroad, and to destroy the work of natural law and the
textbook of Latin texts completely and inform other universities of that.

The philosopher’s further research and teaching activity were connected with
the universities of Berlin and Jena.

Yastrzhembskyi Volodymyr Antonovych
(1866 — after 1927)

Born in 1866 in Aleksandria, Kherson province. He graduated from the 2nd
Kharkiv. Gymnasium. In 1886 he entered Kharkiv University at the Faculty of
Philology, but two weeks later he transferred to the Faculty of Law. He received a
graduation certificate for listening for eight semesters, but passed the state exam only
a year later —in May and September 1891. At the University he received the nominal
award of Professor D.I. Kachenovskyi for the scientific work “On the Law of War” and
translated together with other students under Professor A.M. Stoianov’s editorship the
“Textbook on the History of Roman Law” of Karl Mainz.

In 1892, the Faculty of Law applied to keep him at the University of Kharkiv at the
Department of International Law, but due to bureaucratic red tape, the approval of the
Minister of Education came almost a year and a half later. From 1 January 1894,
V.A.Yastrzhembskyi was left at the University for two years. In April 1895, after passing
the master's exam, he was accepted as a private associate professor at Kharkiv
University, at the same time the faculty requested that the young lecturer be instructed
to teach a compulsory course in International Law for 1885-1886. However, the Minister
of Education did not agree with this proposal and instructed the teaching of this course
to private associate professor M. I. Dohel, who had a master’s degree.

In 1895-1896, V.A.Yastrzhembskyi taught students a parallel compulsory
course in international law. In the first half of 1896-1897, Yastrzhembskyi taught his
own course of History of International Relations. From January 1897 to January 1899
he was on a business trip outside the Russian Empire, where he learned about the
experience of teaching law at European universities.

After returning to his homeland, in connection with the transfer of Professor of
International Law Baron M. O. Taube from Kharkiv to St. Petersburg, he was invited
by the Faculty of Law to teach a compulsory course in International Law. But at the
same time, the Ministry of Education appointed private associate professor of Moscow
University V.A.Ulianytskyi to the Department of International Law in Kharkiv.
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Therefore, V.A.Yastrzhembskyi taught a parallel compulsory course in International
Law in 1899-1900 and the following academic year.

In June 1901, by order of the Minister of Education V.A.Ulianytskyi was
transferred to the Department of International Law at Tomsk University and from then
on, V.A.Yastrzhembskyi was given the opportunity to take a compulsory course in
International Law on behalf of the Faculty of Law.

In 1905 he defended his master’s thesis “On Surrender in the Ottoman Empire”
at the University of Kyiv, after which he remained there to work as a professor at the
department of International Law.

After the Bolsheviks came to power in 1926, he continued teaching International
Law in Kharkiv.
